RUSSIA AND POLAXD.
From the Liverpool Mirénry of July 29, .
The intelligence { om the sent of war 13 of - a
deeply imeresting nature, and presents a very
unficourable picture of the prospeets of Poland;

Oo the T4th mst, the Russians, oo
der the Field-Marshal Paskewitsch, effivied the
passage of the Vistula, in three divisions,
60,000 strong, and were marching directly on
Warsaw,  This fact has been anncunesd by
Genergl Skreyoecks (who seeins to have been
fully cozuizant of the Russian plans before they
Fwere carried into effeet) o the Polish Govern-
ment, and in consequence of his recommenda.
tion, the most active prevarations for a siewe
have been made and  every persoa who conld
uot furmish himself- with provisions  for  six
weeks has been directed to leave the eapital,
The most conrageous sad enthusiastic spirn
prevailed amongst the cittzens miul the soldiers,
and the invaders will et with a warmer re
ecpiion than they probably anticipate should
thhey venture to approach Warsaw.

After having offer-
ed my medialion, I have sought to induce that of
the great powers, I have wisked to stop the ef-
fusion of blood ; to preserve the xouth of Liurope
fram the evils of the contagion which this war is
propagating ; and, abave all, to" assure for Po-
iand, whose cournge has recalled the oid affec-
tions of France (cries of *‘braves,” ). the nationa-
lity which has resisted all time and its vicissitu-
des.  (Loud applause.)

You will donbiless judge, that in these difficult
negociations the true interests of France, the in-
terests of her prosperity, of her power and her
power and her hanot, have been defended with
perseverance and dignity.—Europe is now con-
vinced of the loyalty of our disposition, and- of
the sincerity of our wikhes fiur the preservation
of peace ; but itis also with the demonstration of
our strength tosasiain s wer, that we roly, shoold
we be called upon to resist unjust aggression.

Itis in persisting in the political system fol-
lowed up to this time, that we shall be able to

assure dtr country of the benefits of the revolu-
tion which has saved our liberties ; and to pre-
serve them from new commotions, which would
at once comipromise our existence and the civili-
zation of the world.

We approach, gentlemen, the great nnniversa-
iry.  Ishall with satisfaction see you joined with
me in its solemnities. Msy they be grave and
touching commemorations, to awaken sentiments
of union and concord, which can slone consij-
tute our*triumph.”

The spéech appeared to pfoduce a great effict
upai the assemnbly.
