Jury, on Saturday last, we directed the attentios of
the public lo the strictures it centainad reepecting &
nove!l and b:rbarous mode of punishment that has
been adopted by the overseers of the Second Musici-
patuy Work House, and the diageacelul practice of
whipping white woiven, olindged W Le in vogue at the
same egisbiivhment. Lest the accounts given of these
nnysa'ions in police affairs inay have been overlovked
by, uc have cocaped the meniury of the city authoritiee,
we tepublish such extracts as relate Lo the subject, ta
refteah sheir recollection of them. ' The repost, afer
some general ohaervations wpon the discijding and ar-
fang of the Work House remaris:
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“la a dungeon, admittiag of no air whatever, was
found a prisoner who was' there detained in conee-
uence of an .unmp. at munh-r on one of the keepere.
‘iln this dung da certain hi
to which it is cunomuy for the Keepers to plece &
lock up vuch of the prisoners who, in their opinion,
deserve pani-hment.  There the prisoner ie placed,
with both hie feet in two stationary irons ring, his
neck in aniron collar furmed by two iron bau Sirmly
fied to the wall, whilst his arms are siretched, so thal
he cannot move in any way. Besides, 8 load of weight
1s placed upon his hemt. ‘The Grand Jury eannot re-
frain from nioticing this strange mxnde of diseipline,
adopted in this pricon, and eathing the atsention of the
proper aurhority.” i .
The poldic are here givem to understand, that in this
christian age, in they great mart of commerce, and thie
fand of humane laws and enlightened legisiation, a
inachine of torture, which would du credit to the cruel
ingenuity of the dark ages, has been orected in sur
sndst, and victuns in humao form are subijected 10 ite
excructaling powers— and this, too, by the vanetion of
authority.
We must confiws that this portion uf the report-of
the Grand Jury strack us, upon first perusal, as be- |
g & poetical exaggeration of some trifling contr-
vance to heep unruly prisoners in awe. The Grand
Jury, however, s.wverta that such an engine was
net only in existeace, but that its qualisies were put
10 requisition by the keepers of the privos. Wecalled
atlention to the fact, and as yel no denial of the charge
or explunation of the machine has been made. The
public are left 1o form their own cunclusions upon the
hygothesis that a keeper of the Hecond Munieipatity
Work House may, and does subject persons in his
custody to the agonies of the rack, whencvee Lie thitiks
they merit such punishment—1ihkat is Wsay, whenever
he chouosea. .
Now we solemniy warn thore whom i may concern
to Le windful of those charges. It behooves them to
speak when theyare accused in so authentic a form,
‘These are not the day: when the barbarous inven-
tiony uf’ the inquisition can be revived in_our prisons
We have seen what popular indignation ean do
when directed againet private examples of iyranay
and torture over the slave even, Need we cite the
nstance?
