It is an action on a policy of insarance
for 9,200, which was efiected on the ship Jane,
which lefi Rhode Isinnd for a whaling cruise.

maimaming an ilylum at Esmon for poor and
indigent widows and single woman. The first
obyect of the bequest, it will be observed, is to
estabissh a greal banking fund. 1o one huo-
dred years it wou'd amount-to above $34,000,-
000—this a1 6 pet cent. would produce an in-
come of about five mulions of dollars, and the
capital wouid abeord all the moneys and pro-
perty, directly or indirectly, of the county of
Northamwpton, and hali a dozenadjoining coun-
ues.
