Ixpan HosriLrrees.—It appears from sli the
accounts we can gather, that the Indian tribe®

California have taken the bold stand in their
irs with the whites, that they must have un-
disturbed control of their old hunting grounds,
or perish in defending them. This is now the
issue. They refuse wlmen to any proposition
for pe for an i termination of their
difficulties with the whuu. Indeed, the exes—
perated state of mind of the Indians on the
whole West Coast, towards the whites, who
they regard as intruders upon their possessions,
w likely to involve us in constant troubles. If
they adhere to their determingtion, we appre-
hend that they are all doo perish,

The Indians in the non mines, have
openly sttacked trading and mining settlements
and committed miany thefts and murders. This
they have done repeatedly. There is no evi-
dence that they will eense to harass the whiles:
As a mautar of course the whites will retalliate,
They have already visited upon them severe and
terrible chastisements. We do not, however,
consiler the Indians the aggressors. Some
whiie men, ia a spirit of wanton cruelty, have
shot them down without provocation, and thus
produeed a leeling of implacable hatred 1o the
whites, which no peaceable overtures yet offer-
ed thein have been strong enocugh to reconcile,
and they have beconie desperate.

This hostile feeling in assuming an open and
undisguised appearance among the tribes on
the Trinity and Kiamath., Several skirmishes
have taken place, and the whites, in spare sete
tlements, are in consmant apprehension of ma-
randing and murdering bands ot Indians. On
this aceount, ali travelling and prospecting par-
ties go armed, and are constanily on the waich
against Indians. This hosulity to the whites
hias exisled, t¢ fome extent, for many years in
Oregon. In some parts of that territory many
hrura! and terocious acts of crnelty and murder
Lave Leen committed by them. Recent infor-
mation from that quarter shows that there is no

shatetn-nt of hosulity, bnt on the coutrary,
thir opposition fo the whites is increasing.

‘The thefts and murders committed on the
immigrating parties 10 Cahfornia, on the Gila,
and Colorado, by the Indians, are well known
1o enr readers. It is said that not lese than
three hundred theusand dollars have been stolen
from these parties, and over seventy persous
murdered in csid bloed. There are several
powerfol tribes on these rivers, aud ihey are
Lept constantly organized into scouting and
marauding bands, with the view of attacking
sma.l companies of inunigrants. The prople
of Southern Cslifornia have been compelled to
raise several cumpanies to attack and eeverely
chineiae then.  There are no means, we fear,
of eon;elling them to be peaceatle. A warof
extermivation, we fear, tnust be ‘made upon
them, and continued until they are ail kilied off
or so reduced i numbers as to be forever harm-
less. -
