It is recommended that the surplas be spplied
by special law to the payment of the interest
on the Rtate debt, and that the present reve-
mue tax be reduced fram tweanty to tea cents
oo the $100. During the last two years tho
assessable property of the State bas increased
thirty per cet. It is also recommended that
the bauking law be made more striogent
against the improper issues of paper maney.
