Outrage by Free Negrees.

Under the ahove head, the Releigh (N. C.)

Standard, of 1the 6ih inal., publishes the fol-
owing

An outrage of a very aggravated character
was perpeiraled by some free mnegroes In
this county, » few miles West of Ruleigh, on
a8t Thursday night. A8 we bave gathered
the facts, they ure us follows :

Mosars. Albert Hinton, James Penny, Bar-
ney Junes and Marton Keith, were patroling,
1n the discharge of duty imposed upon them
by the county sourt. ~“About 12 or 1 o’clock
thoy visited the house of some fres negroes,
on the Jands of Mr. Beverl Jones, where
there wus a wedding. They discovered there
wis & collecuion of fres blacks, slaves and
sume white folks, fiddling and frolioking gen-
crally. Tiuta assembliage it was their duty to
look ‘after, and in order the better to accom.
plish their purposes, the three first divided
off to different duors, Mr. Keith remaining
with theis hurses at a short distance. Mr.
Peuny wus met ut the door by iwo megro
women, lo Whowm he spoke, ordering them 1o
Temain in the house. They atlempted to
rush pust hire, wnen he struck one of them
with hix whip, and at that moment he was
Aruck dovwn and knucked senseless  Mr.
Hiaton at the xume tUime eutered atanother
door and waa flelied: and Mr. Jones, runoing
o the aamigtance of his comrades, was also
stretched upon the ground,

All Lhree were slunned and senseless. Mr.
Kelth now rashed torward, and he also re-
ceived gome bluows, but was not disabled.
Mant or wll of both whites aad negroes scam-
pered off, leaviug the wounded men more
dead than alive. Mesars. Keith and Jones es-
caped with a few contusions on the head.
Mr. Penny hud the end of his nose and his
upper hp split open and oue of his front
teolh knucked out, done with the edge of s
*pade. He also had several bruises on his
heiwd. But Mr. Hinton was the greatest suf-
ferer. Besides Lruises, he received a severe
cut on the head. laying the skul bare for two
or three inches, aud worse still, had one of
his eyes iterally burst to pieces. We saw
several splinters and fragments taken from it
the next day by Dr. Hill, of this cty. Oneof
these pieces is over an inch long, and neariy
three-fourtks of an 1nch wide. This wis
buried out of sight in the socket of the eye.
The preces are pine, showing that he was
struck in the eyve with a lightwood knot or
miece of split lightwoeod.
