1o regard to the Nicaragua Transil, evenif
they hbave Leen advised a8 to thope 1oten-
tionk. The pohey of Girest Britaie 18 now
develuped, simullanecusly with theé depart
ure of Sir Wilham (;ore Qusley for Nicara-
yun. Hia instructions were probably not re
ceived by him il very recently, ;and are,
to douht, in coufurmity with the viewy of
the uriiele of the Londen News.
