STARVING THE SOUTH,

The Northern Journals are still deiading them-
selves with the iden of starving'the South into
submission. Ope of them glouta with rapture
over the prices carrent of New Orleans, and
poiuts to the incressed value of flour and
whisky as proofe that we are gradually approx-
jwating a marked deficiency of food. Ot course
the writer in tlat sheet must faucy that the people
of the Sonth live uearly exclusively on flour, aud
that a deprivution of that particular urticle would
necessurily breed a famine amongst them. Than
wuch & notion notbing can be more errovecas.
It is true that flynris dear-and comparativety
scarce, becunse 8t this period of the year we
bave beeu 10 the babit of relying on supplies
from the West, which are now cat off by the
blockade at Cairo. Bat the grain erops of Ten-
nessee, Genryiz, Northern Alubama, Northern
Texus uud Virginia &re rapidly ripeniny, aud
long ere the stocks in our markets are exbaust-
d, bowe-mude Hour will begia to pour in upon
us.

But sappnse it were really poesible completely
to exclode the South trom the consumption of
four, do the ailly jourvalista of the North im-
wive that this wonld abute Soutbern eneryy, or
diminish Southern resistance ? When the Con-
federate Goverument accepted the war forced
upon it by ABRAH «M Liscorys, it did not seek
to disgruise from iwelf the advantages enjoyed
by the enemy in the possession of & umval
power adequate to the purtial apd temporary
jnterruption of vur comwerce. It wus well
kpown that the mouths of the Missismppi would
be blockuded, und that the funatics of the West
would ruin themselves ju the vain hope of
starviny the Souh.  But these sucritices were
foreseen and expected. Thers is not u man
or womun 1 Lowsiana who would not consant
1o fareyn uny and ail of the products of North
eru agricgtaral industry, not wlone for the
present, but for the fuiure, rather than subwit
to the galling und detested yoke of the Liucoln
Governmeut.  The disandvantaye in this respect
is more thuu counterbaluuced by the spperior
eneryy, unflagging zeul and devolion, sund iu-
demitable constancy of the South.

As for starving us, however, we are sur
prised thaut auy Northern print should pervist
in hirboring s baselesa so expeciation. We
believe 1t 15 geuciully understond that ion the
Bouth there are countiess millivne of fertile
ucres ; that corn grows in sbundance every-
where, und otl ¢r cereals in the more North-
ern portions ot the  Confederacy that  in
conpequeuce of the genial climate of the
Soath, vepeotables and fruit of all kinds arrive
wore rapidly ot matuny thau at the North ;
that immwense berds uf cattle and
“drove: of awine, uud in shorl we possess within
our uwn territory io vast profusivn the ele-
meunta of vverflowing agricultoral wewlth. It
in abrolutely farcical to gubb'e abont starving a
people who are uble to ruise every article of
foud they consume. The North may deprive
ns of the supertiuiliesit haa been accostomed to
send ue, but tiwugh it may vot be xware of the
fact. 1t 18 injuring iteelt, sud doiug us good —
iujoring itself, because willtully crippling its
pecusiary re-
souress—doinyg us good, because we are swiftly
lewruing the imporunnt duty of dispeusing with
Nurthern préducrs, and of turping our sericus
Attention to the cncourngement of bome indus-
try.
The longer the war lusts, the more seif-reliant
and iudependent we shsli becows. We bave
{ooy veeded 3nme such stimulos, wince the capi-
tul error of our pe: nle has ccusisted in. an
apathetic stute o deperidence npon others for
wrticles which we can act.ally provide more
chenply und of better guulty at home. Aud
this dues not spply merely to provisions, but to
fubiies, to cottou manufaciures, 0 buts aod
slhives, knd wuchivery, wnd paper, and ink, and
gaupovider, uud riflen, uud cunnon, und teu
thogenud other useful ohjects.  Aithough hos-
tilities have just commenced, every day wit.
Desses some project for the development of
cthone vast elemeuts of Sootheru power and
prosperits which huve bitherto almost luin dor
muot 1n our midst  Let the war continae, and
wa shall, une by one, shatter every link thut
forwerly boond us to the North. 'We shall ap-
preciste the ruperlative folly of paying tribute
tw our foes, sud shull direct vur effurts and capi
tul iuto those channeis exclusively by which
oar ecountry will Le ferubzed sud eoriched.
Meanwhile let the North persist in hugging the
delistou that 1t is etarving the South.
