A mode! which might well be
copied shows a wreath of wild roses ex-
eouted with skill but without elabora-
tion, the etoher believing that simplicity
is an important factor in these smaller
bits. Any simple flower is good or oon-
ventional designs can be used if one pre-
fer., Whero the skill is sufficient hoads
can be relied on to give satisfaction.
