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BETTER THAN INCANDESCENT.

Remarkable “Darr Light” to Be
Manufactured ta New Yorl. 4
A company has been formed in New
York to manufacture the remarkable
“Durr light,” which has been brought,
forward in Germany. It is originated
by automakic evaporation and overheat-
ing of vapors from lamp petroleum;
the vapors, being conve into gas,
yiedd a light of from 3,500 to 14,000
candie-power. The apparatus consists
of a contalning petroleum, which
s conducted by drops into a burner,
where it is heated about five minutes
by means of small pans. Behind the
first burner is another, which, after
the heating of the pans has been re-
moved, continually produces vaporsand
beats them to & high temperature and
completely surrounds the first burner
with a strong flame. It is imposaible
to extinguish the light in the strong-
est wind. Fresh air passes between the
burner and external cylinder by force
of the smoke rushing out and a smoke-
less flume resuMa. To produce 1,000
candle-power about, 134 pinta of ordi-
Dary 100-degree coal oil is consumed.

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DETECTS DEATH.

Gétian Scientist Discovers New Ap-
plication of X n(u-.

Prof. E. Friedrich, a German selentist,
clalms to have made a discovery, while
studying the Roentgen rays, that has
cnused considerable commeont in sclen-
tide circles. This discovery he has com-
nounicated to the Vienna Imperial
Academy of Bcfence. e has given it
the nume of Kritik rays, aud belleves
they reveal with absolute rctiability the
eutrance of death into the body. These
rays are directed out of a vacuum tube
apd can almost Immediately penetrate
the body. They produce images on the
photographic plate which are of a dif-
ferent character, acoording as they are
taken of a living or of a dead subject. 1t
the band, for inatance, appears as does
the living hehd under the Roentgen
rays, with all the bones clearly dis-
tinguished, then the person is alive, If,
however, “the hand does not yleld Hs
characteristic form, the person to whom
it belongs is undoubtedly dead.” He
has made many experiments before ar-
riving at this conclusion. If the pro-
fessor Is right, the new vacyunt tubes
will be of great assfstance in conducting
post-mortem examimations. Medical
men are awalting further developments
before cxpressing an opinion on the
subject.—Chicago Inter Ocean. )

NEW STREET SPRINKLER. ..

Brassels Streets Wet wich a Dilnte
Dixinfectant of Carbolic Actd.

Brussels has Inaugurated after much
experiment a system of sprinkling its
streets with a diluted disinfectant, the
cfficacy of which bas been promptiy
made apparent by the prevention of
such another cpidemic of upthous
stomatitis as occurred §n Belgivm a
few yoars ago. Consul Roosevelt, who
reports on the matfer to the state de-
partment, says that while few sporadic
cuses of this disease, an fnflammation
of the mouth, are now reported in Rel-
gium, an eplemio exlsts in Holland.
During January it was reported in 30
cattle stables distributed over 110 com-
munes, the number of cattle infected
aggregating over 11,000. I+t is believed
that the disinfection system adopted in
Brusscls bas prevented the spread of
the disease to Belginm. It is a simple
affair, o cylindrical reservolr of o car-
bolte compound belng attached to the
ordinary watering apparatus. Tt was
devised by the director of the munfeipal
slaughter house and used for the post
four years around the market, courts
and_yarde of that establishment with
such success that it has been extended
to the city at large.
