‘Intellectual Unfitness of Ma;\y Men

Who Called to Jury Service.
- The jury commission appointed by
the appellate division of the supreme
court of Michigan to investigate the
workings of the new jury system in

Erie county had a sitting recently.

MORE MEAT, LESS WHEAT.
Cereals Are Subjected to d& New In-
direct CQmmthtﬁon.

- I view of the-opiniodt that the
production of cereals has outgrown
the consuming power of the popula-
tion, and that co:
supply over dem
about low prices, a memorandum
by Sir Robert Giffen, headed: “The
Real Agricultural Development of
the Last Twenty Years,” has especial
interest. An approximate compari-/
son of the growth of
total area under
cattle, sheep, and swine in the last 20
years show that, while population had
per cent., the area under
wheat had increased only 19 per cent.,
more than half of which increase was
in North America. The increase of
wheat area in Europe was only about
4} per cent., chiefly in Russia; while
in the United Kingdom, where the
acre was highest,
ease of area under
wheat of about 45 per cent. In, the
total area under barley there was an
increase of only 5 per cent., chiefly in
new countries where as yet the pro-
duction per acre is low. On the other
hand, there was an increase of 87
per cent. in cattle and 26 per cent. in
swine, but on]y 18 per cent. in sheep.

From these figures, thus briefly
summarized, Sir Robert Giffen de-
duces the conclusion that the decline
in wheat during the last 20 years is
not due to excessive production as
compared with the consuming popu-

in particular, has not kept pace with
the growth of population. But as, at
the sanfe time, there has been a great
increase of purchasing power in the
resources of the consuming peoples,
the reduction in the value.of wheat
must, Sir Robert Giffen thinks, be |
ascribed to a diminution of demand.
And the answer to ‘the question:
Why do people, as they grow richer,
consume less wheat, ete., instead of
more? he finds in the figures as to live
stock, particularly cattle.
eat more meat, and therefore want
less bread. Cereals have thus, in his
view, “been: subjected to a new indi-
rect competition of & most formid-
able kind. They have not been bene-
fited by the large growth of a richer
ulation, as might have
beforehand. The in-
creased wealth has gone in the pur-
chase of meat, and a- meat-eating
population consumes
than a population eating less meat
would do, although the meat-eating
population generslly has the larger
power of consumption.” 1t is ourold
friend the law of supply and demand
that is at work; and when we speak of
over-production a)l that we must be
understood to mean is that supply is
in excess of demand.

To those who ask whether there
will be an equally rapid growth of
meat production in the coming vears,
with a similar effect op .prices, Sir
Robert offers a few crumbs of com-
fort. The displacement of wheat by
meat cannot, he thinks, go much
further; nor can the
marketability, which has been a
-principal factor at work during the
past 20 yedrs. New countries, again,
being more fully occupied than they
were, live etock will probably not in-
crease 8o fast as when 80 much new
pasturage was available. But, as re-
‘gards Argentina at least, this opinion
18 perhaps qualified by the report of
an expert, who says: “I am almost
;justified in stating that the Arg
‘tine Republic can afford to undersell
the whole world’s meat trade, and re-
.main sole caterer.” For the British
