A ezﬂumn PROTEUB.

Omnp llopm Rarely Found én
Otntlmnt.

" The Mﬁdlem ent of
the Cincinhati Kneirer, wntmg un-
der a recent date, ssys: Wor-
cester, of this city, fmmd on his farm,
two miles north of here, a stranpe
reptile, which, it has since been
learned, is a genuine proteus. Dur-
ing the recent floods s portion of the
farm was inundated, and after the
waters receded whole districts of mud-
dy sediment were e

It was in this mud that Worcester
discovered the reptile, and, capturing
it, placed it on exlnbmon in his
stable on Main street, in this city,
where it has attracted the attention of
hundreds of clu‘ious people all day

To thoss who a.rd‘wquamted with-
the history of this species of reptile
it was unnecessary to state that its
rarity makes it a curious sight o the
naked eye.

It is about one foot long, with
an elongated and cylindrical body.
The tail is ghort, broad and com-
pressed laterally. "The strangest fea-
ture of the reptile is its lungs, which
are on the outside of its body and so
transparent that the blood can be
seen coursing through them.

It has three sets of lungs, or rather
three bronchial tubes, all of which are
persistent during life. Its skin is
slimy. Tothe body are attached four
weak legs. Om each of the anterior
sare three toes, while the posterior
have four toes. The body is about
hslf an inch in diameter, and of a
pale flesh color, while the bronchial
tufts or lungs are of a bright crim-
san. ‘The teeth in both jaws and on
the palate are small and sharp. The
hedd is triangular and, the snout ob-
tuse.

"The eyes are very small and mth-
out lids.

The breathing of thxs reptile is es-
gsentially aquatic, so far as the out-
side lungs are concerned, though it
has internal lungs, and rises to the |
top of the water when these are filled
witN air. It can live but a short time
out of the water.

Whenever the water in which it
lives gets low it buries itself in the
mud, and lives on aquatic worms and
insects and soft-shelled mollusks.
is found only in the subterranean
waters of certain coves of Europe,
notably those of Carinthia and Tyrol,
and especially in the Adelsberg cav-
ern, in Carnigla. Only two others
were ever known to be found in this

country.

But there is sometlnngl worth
watching for sbout a minute after-
ward in the direction of Fort Hamil-
ton, on the southern point of Long
Island. Keep your eyes on the old
fort, and presently another cloud of
curhnv smoke shoots from the port-
hole and another booming roar comes
rumbling across the water in recog-
nition of the daily custom. .

There is yet another incident to
come in this sunset business, for far
away on Staten Island, from the em-
bankment at Fort Wadsworth there
is one more roar on tap. Kee your
eye fixed on the green mo:
rises above the gateway to the Atlan-
tic and another puft of smoke will
mount upward, followed by the last
report, and for many seconds the echo
crosses and recrosses the .water from
the islands to the mainland, after
which the sun assumes its unalterable
right and disappears.

No one has
ever been able to fix the exact minute
of sunset, although the government
sends its official time to all three forts
simultaneously at 13 o’clock.
