CUTTING EXPENSES.

Cost to the Government of Its Trans-
rort Serviee Is Being Raptdly
. Cut Down.

Quartermaster General Ludingtor is
rapidly reducing the expense for trans-
ports, anc thus the daily expenditure by
the government of a large sum of
money. All the troops intended for use
in the Philippines excepting one regi-
ment bave been forwarded. When the
Just reginient was started the war de-
partment was paying for 40 transports
at the rate of from $500 to $1.000 a day.
Many of‘these vessels were frequently
idle while waiting for troops to disem-
bark, but the pay went right on, wheth-
er they were moving ur at anchor.

In five weeks five large vessels have
been released from charter. They are
the Glenogle, Tacoma, Elder, Belgian
King and Zealandia. As it will'be nec-
essary, it the judgment of the war de-
partinent officials, to have vessels at
command for transport service, nine
vessels have been bourht and all others
will be released frum charter. These
purchased vessels are to be fitted up
after the manner of the Grant, Logun,
Thomus, Sedgwick and other transports
that huve elicited the approval of mil-
itary attaches of foreign governments
as being the best transports ever pro-
vided for any government. In con-
structing these vessels the utmost care
has beer used to make them eomfort-
able, and in the case of vessels to be
used expreszly for the transportation of
animals the method of fresh-air supply
promises to overcome all former dan-~
ger of suffoeation of the animalsin con-
sequence of clused hatches during bad
weather,

the Services of Three Genera-
tions of One Famlly,

A ease was placed in the Iall of
Anerican History, National museuns,
at Washington which from the mo-
Jisent of its appearance was greeted
by an interested crowd, us is every
Case containing trophies of the Spaun-
ish-\merican war. This oue is Ja-
beled “The Capron Collection,” and
represents three gencrations of sol-
diers who died for their courntry—
Erastus Capron, who was killed at the
battie of Cherobusco during the Mx-
iean war: his son, Capt. Allyn Caproun,
a graduate of West Point, who djed
from the effects of fever contracted
while in the discharge of his duties
in the Cuban campaign; apd Capt.
Allyn K. Capron, grandson of the for-
mer and son of the latter soldjer.
Young Capron was killed in the bat-
tle of Guasimas in the Cuban cam-
paign.  When in the act of giving
a drirk of water from his cagteen to
a wounded Spanish soldier the ingrate
shot and mortally wounded him. Ifis
last words were: *“Don't mind me,
boys, but go on and fight.” In the
collection are the swords, rifles, sad-
dlebags, spurs, helmets, uniforms and
equipments of the three generations
of soldiers.

TO BREAK FORCE OF WAVES.

Experiments with Nets. the Inven-
tion of Baron d’Alecssandro,
to Be Made.

A serfes of experiments Is about to
begin at Havre with Baron d’Alessan-
dro's invention of floating nets for use
in storms for moderating the force of
the waves. The invention is said to be
superior in effects to oil. Trials were
made at Quimper in 1891 and in 1892 at
Cherbourg, which proved that floating
nets would be'of enormous value to ves-
sels at sea in a storm, as well as for
the defense of exposed coasts and fish-
ing stations against heavy seas.

Baron d’Alessandro has improved his
invention and is now convinced that
well-buoyed and ballasted nets will
withs‘and the most powerful currents
and violent tempesta.

TURKEYS GOT AWAY.

Hdliday Birds Make a Break for
Liberty at Pottstown, Pa.

Were Tired of the Car—Twelve HMun-
, dred and Fitty of Them Roost
on House Tops and in

Trees,

A thousand turkeys were wildly fiy-
!ng hither and thither in Pottstown,
Pa., the other night while a company
of men in the employ of a poultry
dealer were vaguely pursuing the
‘birds, endeavoring to contrive some
jmeans to ensnare the fugitives. Dur-
ing the week preceding the holidays
publie sales of poultry take place on
an elaborate scale throughout Mont~
gomery county. Jacob Brendlinger
had arranged for such a sale on his
premises at the outskirts of the town.
He purchased a car load of turkeys
at Luray, Va.,, and had the birds
shipped to Pottstown.

The car arrived. There were 1,250
discomfited and highly agitated tur-
keys in the floek. The long and te-
dious journey had nettled the tempers
of the birds. Mr. Brendlinger and sev-
eral assistants set out to soothe the
perturbed fowls. A number of wagons
were procured and it was arranged to
carry the turkeys at once to the more
spaciows quarters at Mr. Brendlinger's
plage of business.

But al the blandishments:of the
kind-hearted poultry men were lost on
the angry birds. Scarcely had the
door of the car been opemed when

there was a whirlwind of turkeys pro-

ceeding from the interior., The men
vainly tried to grasp a pair of legs
here, a wing there or a neck some-
where else. The sortie of the turkeys
had obtained for them a pronounced
advantage that no extent of maneu-
vering upon the part of the poultry
men could overcome. By the time Mr.
Brendlinger and his assistants had
recovered from the panic the whole
car load of turkeys were deployed on
the roofs of houses, the branches of
trees and the arms of telegraph poles
throughout & wide expanse of sur-
rounding territory.

Extensive reenforcemeunts in the
shape ot the small boy population of
the town soon came to Mr. Brendlin-
ger's aid and then ensued the most
exciting turkey hunt that ever oc-
curred in the county. Until late at
night the search for the recreant birds
continued. Occasionally a fowl that
had inopportunely dropped asleep on
a friendly hitching post was over-
powered and borne off in triumph, but
most of the turkeys still held forth in
a wild revel of freedom.

The navy department purposes to
ask congress for $1,000,0u0 to build
two first-class training ships, of 3,000
tons displucement each, the vessels (o
be sheathed and provided with aux-
fliary sail power as well as stweam
propulsion. Such ships are declared
10 be indispensable to maintaining a
torce of skilled seamen to work the
warships now in the fleet.

It is regarded us ex-
tremely important that vessels alapt-
ed 1o the duty shull b ready to tuke
their places, and in the opinion of the
chief of navigation, who is in char . b
of the matter, the only solution - *
the question is to build specinl ships
fitted for the serviee. The expedient
bas been temporarily adopted of atil-
izing the Dixie for training purposes,
but it is said to be apparent already
that men cannot be properly prepared
and drilled for man-of-w¥ar duties on
& couverted merchantmau, and that
the only way to keep a full comple-
ment of experienced men on the fight-
ing ships in commission is to keep
several training ships constantly en-
gaged in whipping the raw material
into shape aboard vessels devoted to
the work.

The suggestion to utilize the regus-
lar cruisers and battleships tor drill-
irg green men and giving them ex-
perierce by mixirg them into  the
regular crews s met by the obirrtion
that such methods have heen repeat-
ey tded with the result of demoral-
izing the «killed crew, and that it is
peor ecomomy to place novices on an
expensive ship, where eve ry.  man,
from the captain down, must be an
expert in his particular line. Even
a freman from the best merchaut
ship or the largest  establi<hment
ashore i eomsidered ar uncafe man
in the hold of g hichly complicated
warship, and his unfamilinrity with
his surronndinge may lead o disnster,
