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AIDS TO PATRIOTISM.

Government Buildings in Small
Towns as Educators.

Col, Marsh Advocates the Erection
of a Pablic Building in Every City
in the Country—Sauggests a
“Patriotic” Room.

“Instead of paying $100,000 for pube
lic buildings in emall towns,” said Col.
Marsh, of Warsaw, “I would limit
their cost so as to construct ten or
fifteen buildings for that amount. As
rapidly as the receipts of the govern-
ment would allow I would erect a
public building in every city in the
country. That would have the effect
of making the people feel that they
Lad some interest in the government.
It would in a manner instill patriot-
ism in the young people of the nation.
Now they have schoolhouses which
they call ‘our schoolhouses,’ and when
they go to the state capital they see
the state buildings, and they are ‘ours.
But in the possession of a govern-
ment building they would feel that
they bad a direct interest in the gov-
ernment of which they are a part ani
to which they give their support.

“In each of these buildings I would
have a room set aside to be used for
patriotic purposes. I would permit the
‘'young people to gather there for the
purpose of indulging in discussions
in regard to our government. I would
have the declaration of independence
and the constitution painted upon the
wall in such large letters that they
could be seen from all sections of the
room. I would have the American
flag there, and a picture of Gen.
Washington. It would not be neces-
sary for the government to furnish
these things, as some one would come
forward and supply them. If this plan
were adopted there would be a per
ceptible growth of patriotism on the
part of American youth.,”

MACHINE GUNS.

Official Tests Made of Weapons for
the Army—Colt Gan May
Be Selected.

In a short time the war department
Wil designate a mackine gun for adop-
tion by the army. The experiments
conducted at the Springfield armory
with a view to securing a highly etti-
ctent machine gun have Lbeen completed
by the army ordnance officers. The
hotehkiss, colt, maxim and earr auto-
matic guns were tested competitively.
The report of the officers who made the
experiments has not been received. It
is learned, however, that the perform-
ance of the colt and hotehkiss pieces
was satisfactory., The maxim and carr
pieces burst before the experiments
had reached the stage of the endurance
test, the carr failiug when less than
100 rourds had been fired from it. The

" hotehkiss and colt pieces were sub-

Jected to extremely severe endurance
tests, and their performances were ad-
mirable. The hotchkiss gun fired 450
rounds in five minutes, and the manu-
facturers claim it could have been made
ready for another such test within five
minutes. The performance of the colt
gun under the endurance test was sat-
isfactory, and it is the opinion of some

that this gun will be selected for the
army.

" The Picture of the Battleship Maine

WIill Be an Artistic Feature
ot the BilL

.

The new ten-dollar silver notes soon
to be issued will bear a handsome trib-
ute to the American navy. 'I'he central
feature of the certificates, sayas the
Syracuse Herald, will be a steel engrav-
ing of the battleship Maine, plowing
the seas under full steam, as she left
the United States for Havana, under
Capt. Sigsby, nearly two years ago.
The 2ngraving is unusually dne in
workmanship and spirited in concep-
tion. The white hull stands out con-
spicuously on the water, with the dark
caption of the turrets and heavy arma-
ment. Two heavy guns point over the
bow, which cuts the water as gracefully
as that of a yacht. The other features
of the certificate are medallions of two
of the naval heroes who made the flag
respected early in the century by their
victoriesoverthe Britishiand the pirates
of the Mediterranean. The uniform o#
that time, with its gold lace and fringed
epaulets, gives a picturesque historical
character to the portraits. Over each
medallion is inclined the partly draped
figure of a goddess, holding a branch of
laurel

These are the essentially artistic fea-
tures of the new note. They do not in-
terfere with the general plan of all new
notes, to leave a considerable expanse
of white paper, in which the silk
threads add to the facility for detecting
counterfeits. The figure *10” appeurs
in large plain type in each corner, while
the Roman numerals, in pale blue, on,
the left gide of the note, balance the seal
in the same color on the right, The
words “United States of America” run
straight across the top of the note im
a graceful style of type.

PARDONED AFTER YEARS.

8t. Louis Men, Convicted of Murdepy
and Sentenced to Life Imprison-
ment, Proved Innocemt.

Jacob Henze and Henry Kalser, who
were convicted of the murder of Ed-
win E. Brown in St. Louis in March,
1893, and sentenced to the Jefferson
City penitentiary for life, were re-
leased the other day and returned to
St. Louis. They were accompanied by
Harry B. Hawes, president of the St.
Louis board of police commissioners,

It was at the solicitation of Mr.
Hawes that Gor. Stephens signed their
pardons. Mr. Hawes became convinced
several years ago of the men’s inno-
cence and has worked assiduously for
their release ever since.

The case of Henze and Kaiser is
probably unparalleled in criminal an-
rals. They were eight times reprieved,
cnce in three hours of the time set for
hanging, ultimately being consigned to
life imprisonment at hard labor.

The men were convicted on purely
circumstantial evidence. The resl
murderers, as revealed by investiga-
tion by the police department, were
three notorious local eriminals, all of
whom have died since the conviction
of Hegze and Kaiser. ;

MUCH GOOD COAL IN CUBA.

Deposits Discovered May Aflect the
Development of the Iron
Industry,

It is believed at Santlago that the

problem of utilizing the vast re-

sowrces of the island in iron and man-
ganese has been solved by the recent
Giscovery of extensive deposits of coal
in the Mayari district, near Nipi bav.
Tests of several tons taken from the
outcroppings and.- brought to Santiago
for experiment show that the coal is
of very high grade, resembling fine
cannel coal.

Mining men are surprised and de-
lighted. Little search for coal has been
made owing to the belicf of the gov-
ernment geologists that deposits of
coal were not likely to be found in the
island.

Already a8 company is being organe
ized to begin mining operations, with
a view afterward of establishing smeltg
ing works if the coal supply warraut¥
it. According to several mining man-
agers who are interested in it, the
finding of & sufficient coal supply
would mean an immediate rise in the
value of all Cuban mining properties.

'a small expense. The measure is also
‘indorsed by the war department offi-
cials, who have asked for the establish-
'ment of a fort near Des Moines.

FEARS FOR OPERA:

Pietro Mascagni Says Public Is
Moved No Longer by Music

Composer of “Cavalleria Rusticana”
Belleves the Twentieth Century
Will Witness a Separation of
Music from Speech.

Pletro Mascagni, the composer of
“Cavalleria Rusticara,” believes that
the twentieth century will witness the
funeral of opera. In the New York
Journal be writes:

“As to the probable evolution of
musical work in the twentieth cen-
tury, I canrnot think of it without a feel-
ing of dread.

“I fear, and I am neither the only one
nor the first one to believe it, that
music, following the present trend, will
slowly end by separating itself entirely
from speech. Poetry and music, born
twins under the classical sky of Greece
of llomer and of Pindar, will break the
last knot that has kept them together
almost Ly force until to-day. FEach of
them will follow the road to wkich it is
cestined by its intimate rature—that
fs, poetry will be the interpreter of all
that can be materially expressed by
words; music (superior at least in
this to {ts ancient system) will express
all that is beyond the reach of words.
Hence, opera will dissolve itself into
the two elements, music and the
drama, and this will be the end.

“But perhaps it will not end, for a
worse destiny will be reserved to it.
The public (and especialiy that of the
Latin nations, who more than others
are attached to the traditions of the
opera) which to-day goes to the the-
ater only to feel sensations that ean
startle, will not adapt itse!f to the
sole expression by music of the serti-
ments agitating the human soul. The
public has an ebsolute need of the
speech which touches the most latent
fibers of the human heart. Then, in
the extreme struggle between speech
and music, in order to preserve the ap-
pearance of opera, speech will have
the best of the struggle, and to music
will be left the humble task of serving
as a simple handmaiden of specch.

“This, then, is my fear: The twen-
tieth century will witness the fureral
of the music<irama if there cannot be
found some one who has the genius
and the strength to wrest it from the
fatal current which drags it toward
its end.”

CLEVELAND EAS LIQUID AIR.

Charles F. Brush Makes Moxt Succeas=
ful Experiment with

His Machine, ,}
|

Liquid air was produced in Cleve-
land, O., the other day by Charles F.
Brush, the inventor of the electrie
light, nearly the whole basement of
Lis residence in Euclid avenue being
given to what is said to be one of the
finest private laboratories in the world.

Over a year agn Mr. Brush ordered
one of the air machines for his com-
pany and another smaller one for the
University of Michigan, his alma
mater. This latter machine has been
fet up and rumning for some time.
The erection of Mr. Brush's machine
ir his laboratory was just finished and
it was run for the first time. Speak-
icg of the subject, Mr. Brush said:

“It is almost impossible to conceive
the coldness of liquid air. It is as
much colder than ice as ice is colder
than molten tin, ‘The figures, 312 de-
grees below zero, give a very faint
idea of its coldness. So far as I have
Lteen able to tell in the test of the
machine I have teen using it seems
perfect. The machine at Ann Arbor
kas made more liquid air than th« ~on-
tract calied for, and I expect this will
c¢o as weil. The Ann Arbor muchine
kas a guaranteed capacity of three-
quarters of a liter an hour and over~
runs that ccnsiderably. This muchine
has a gunranteed capacity of a liter
and a half but I expect that it will
produce half a galion of liquid air an
hour, or rearly that. The machine is
¢riven by a ten-horse power gas en-
gine run to about half its power."”

Mr. Brush announced that he would
use the liquid air for experimental
purposes only, and that as yet he had
no commercial use for it in view,
