But while the trigger tinh may start
out in lively faahion, and is not a very
Quil fishl it is by no mearw as quick in
the water or as much disposed 1o move
about as the gray snappers are. Io
fact. the trigger fishes alone in this
tank s em luzy and disposed {o loat;
they alune liedown in the racky trough.
The grav snappers. graceful in shape,
are pretty much alwevs on the go and
misy be seen often scurrying ubout in
company.

Trigger fishea are found in the wa-
ter» hereabouts: they are, however,
more abundant in the waters of Ber-
muds, whenee these particular triggee
fishe s come, as did also their tank com-
penions, the gray snappers.
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
