.Americans returning from Cuba re-
Iate an incident which occurred when
bostilities were recently threatened
between Hayti and San Domingo.
FEach of these small governments
owned a diminutive navy, made up of
what is generally known as a mos-
quito fleet, of two or three veasels
each. When the trouble between the
two governments reached the most
critical point the officers and men of
Hayti's navy suddenly decided that the
climate about the coasts of their na-
tive country was extremely unhealthy,
and an almost unanimous opinion pre-
vailed among the officers of the fleet
that a change of climate was absolute-
ly necessary. '

Perbhaps the fear of being sunk or
captured by the San Domingan navy
had comnsiderable to do with the de-
sire of the Haytian officers for &
change. At any rate, without much
ceremony, and in the absence of or-
ders from superior officers, they left
the Haytian coast and sought refuge
in the harbor at Santiago, Cuba.

The mosquito fleet of Hayti re-
mained in this port for more than two
weeks. It did not venture out, as the
officers feared that a San Domingo
vessel might be in the vicinity, Every-
one in the vicinity of Santiago knew
the reason for the presence of the
mosquito fleet, and made considerable
-fun out of the lack of courage of the
officers of Hayti. When the trouble
blew over the fleet returned to its na-
tive shores, where the officers will
probably be ordered before a courte
martial charged with cowardice. '

New Law in Holland Which Requires

Employer to Provide for
Workmen If injured.

Minister Newell has forwarded to
the state department a translation of
the novel law just adopted in Holland
which requires employers in certala
branches of labor to insure their em-
ployes against pecuniary losses which |
are a result of accidents happening Lo‘
ithem in the course of their daily la-,
bor. The law classifies 61 trades
where the insurance feature applies,
snd eatablishes an institution known
as the State Insurance bank.

This bank notifies the employer of
the class in which he is placed, and he
is required to make sworn reports of
all accidents at his place.

The $iate Insurance bank provides
medical and pecuniary assistance to
any employe who, in the exercise of
bis calling, shall be accidentally in-
jured in such a way that he is no
longer partially or entirely capable of
doing his ordinary work. In case of
death funeral expenses are to be paid,
and these indemnities extend in fixel
proportion to all the relatives of the
employe dependent upon Lim for sup-
port.

The capital for this paternal insur-
ance society is furnished by assess.
ments on employers, graded according

. to the class of work and the number

of their workmen. The law has re-
ceived the approval of the queen, and
great interest is manifested in this
experimcent in the way of paying men
wages and insuring them against ac-
cidents for which they were not re-
sponsible,

I‘nnov'ation\Planned for th; Chﬂ:
. lenger Shamrock II.

Designer Crowningshield, of Hoston,
Expresses Approval of Plan—One
Objection Named—Herreahofla Re-

fuse to Make Amny Comment.

Designer B, B. Crowinshield, who

has charge of the plans and construc-
tion of the new cup yacht Inde-
pendence, was asked at Boston the
other night to give his opinion of
the innovation referred to in a dis-
patch f{rom Glasgow in eonnection
with the spars and rigging of Sham-
rock 1I.,, Sir Thomas Lipton’s chal-
lenger.

Several nights ago one of Wash-
burn's daughters dropped a lump in
the room in which he was sitting. He
became excited and fell to the floor
groaning: “Oh, my head!” He was
put to bed unconscious. The next day
Washburn regained consciousness.
“Was I much hurt in the wreek?"” were
his firet words. He asked his wife,
who was sitting on the bed, if she was
the hospital nurse. When she laugh-
ingly told him that he was raving and
that she was his wife he ordered her
from the room, ®aying:
fresh for a nurse.” He demanded to
see the doctor attending him and his
wife sent for Dr. Stanley G. Small, who
was 8o astounded with what he found
that he called in Dr. Edward E. Mayer,
a specialist.

The physician demded that Wash-
burn’s mind had been a blank for 17
vears. He did not know his wife and
children and indignantly denied ever
meéeting them. He claimed to be 24
years old and ahrank back when he
looked at himself in a mirror. The
doctors call his affliction amnesie.

Late Consul General at Santiago Hoa-
_ored for Services Rendered Dur-
B ln. Spanish-American War.

The handsome bronze tablet, to be>

set up by the navy department at
Santiago, in memory of the late Fred-
erick Woolaston Ramsden, has just
been finished at-the Washington navy
yard, and s now ready for shipment.
As consul genéral of Great Britain,
Mr. Ramsden rendered conspicuous
aid to Hobson and his little band of
heroes, by way of alleviating their suf-
ferings during imprisonment.
