FINDS PREHISTORIC RELICS.

A Moat Interesting Discovery Made ia
the Monnds Alouna the Mis-
sinnippi HRiver,

The discovery a day or two ago of
the remains of one of the abonigines
of the Mississippi valley in one of
the numerous mounds along the Mis-
sissippi banks across the river has
been the subject of considerable com-
ment, as it was supposed all of the
mounds had been robbed of thelr
dead. However, while deepening an
outside cellar, which had been made
in one of these mousds, Harvey Tuck-
er, at Clinton, la., unearthed the
bones of a prehistori¢ man, who had
been buried in the mound undoubted-
ly many centuries ago. Lying near
the remains were pottery, ornaments
and instruments of war.

There are about 30 of these mounds,
all of which are of large size, some
being nearly 15 feet in height aod 28
feet in diameter at the base.

In New Mexico an archaeological
find has been made on the Mesa
Rica, near Chaperito, San Miguel
county. It is the skeleton of a pre-
historic man. Legend has it that the
vicinity of Chaperito and the Mesa
Rica was peopled by a race of giants
centuries ago and evidence to sub-
stantiate the story was found on the
ranch of Luciano Quintano. The
skeleton is well preserved. The gi-
ant’s chest measurement could have
been no less than eight feet. The
lower jaw Dbone is all that remains
of the head. The forearm measured
four feet, and the length of the arm
must have been about eight feet. The
skeleton will be sent to the -Arch-
acological society at Santa Fe.

NEW TREATMENT FOR EYES.

Semator Momey, of Mississlppl, Re-
covers His Sight with Baltimore
Doctor’'s Invention,

United Statee Senator Money, of
Mississippi, who has for the past two
years been gradually losing his eye-
sight, stated at Baltimore the other
day that under a mnew method of
ireatment he has entirely recovered
the use of one eye, and the other is
much improved. Money's trouble was
atrophy of the optic nerve, which al-
most iovariably ends in total blind-
ness. Dr. Garey, of that city, used &
machine he has perfected. The prin-
cipal or ideais tostimulate the nerves,
which is done by a continued forward
anod backward movement of the eye
ball, to which they are fastened. This
oscillation is caused by atmospherie

- pressure in vacuum eye cups placed

over the eye and attached to the
machine. When the vacuum is cre-
ated there is necessarily a slight out-
ward movement of the ball.

Contrary to what might be sup-
posed, the method is absolutely pain-
less and perfectly harmless, the re-
verse being true, as a delightful sen-
sation is experienced while the meth-
od is being applied and the sight ben-
efited by the first application. Sen-
ator Money says he had consulted
emihent eye specialists in this coun-
try and Europe, and had almost de-
spaired of a cure. The new method
will, it is thought, revolutionize the
treatment of chronic interocular dis-
eases. It has been adopted at the
Wills eye hospital and the University
of Penusylvania in Philadelphia.

GAGE HAS PROTEGE.

; FAITH PLACED IN TESLA.

A French Sclentiat Says That He
Wil)l Nuacceed 1If Marconi
Should Fall.

Du Crette, the eminent inventor
end savant, of I'aris, speut the pasg
five years in a special study of wire-
less telegraphy. It is announced that
he has patented a number of inven-
tions relating to the latest mode of
signal trapsmission. He says that
he does not believe that Marconi has
solved the problem of wirelesa teleg-
raphy across the Atlantic, but he
feels sure that the feat will be ac-
complished. He believes that Tesla
is the likeliest to succeed because he
is working at the least perfect end,
namely, the transmitter. He regards
the receiving apparatus as a combi-
nation of the microphone and tele-
phone.

The Branly tube as arranged by
himself and M. Popoff, the celebrated
Russian engineer, may now be con-
sidered perfect. Popoff made most
successful experiments in the hegin-
ning of 1900, when a Russian battle
ship was injured by blocked ice in a
rocky headland on the island of Hoh-
laad, in the Gulf of Finland.  He es-
tablished  wireless communication
with the town of Kotka, 30 miles
away, and sent information with the
result that a number of sailors were
carried off an iceberg and the ice
ship Yermak was dizpatcted and ef-
fected the work of rescis.  This re-
reiver has now been (ntroduced into
the Russian navy. [u Cretie belicves
that Marconi has empl~. od it in his
experiments between tae Lizard and
Newfoundiand.

RULTS ACAINST THE DEVIL.

During the trial of a condemnation
rase in the eounty court of Chicago
Judge Orrin N. Carter took occasion
to announce that the devil was not en-
titled to representation before him.

FIXES EARTH'S POLAR AXIS.

St. Louis Scientint Inv_enu Device
WWhich He Claims 1s More Exact
Than OCompass,

.The mariner'scompass is outdone in
the discovery announced by Prof. A. S
Chessin before the St. Louis Academy
of Science. Prof. Chessin's discovery,
the gyroscope, will do something no
compass can do—exactly determine
the poiar axis of the earth. When the
gyroscope is set spinning it is influ-
enced by it& own motion and the mo-
tion of the earth and its axle cscillates
from side to side. The points exactly
midway between the extremes of these
oscillations indicate the line between
the north and south poles. A compass
cannot do this, because it is magnetie-
ally influenced and does not determine

the polar axix of the arth, but the mag-
netic pole. The gyroscope is exempt
from all magnetic influences and can-
not vary.

Great interest attaches to the forth-
coming tests with the submarine tor-
pedo boat Adder, which will be official-
ly tried in Peconic bay within the next
few weeks. There is vvery evidence
that the Adder as a type of the latest
submarine boat will surpass in its ma-
neuvering the qualities possessed by
the best boats of its class abroad. A
good deal of characteristic secrecy sur-
rounda the performance of the French
ouhmnrineg, but fi»m the best obtain-
able information the French boats un-
der the most favorable conditions and
handled by the experis cannot come
into firing position, discharge a torpe-
do, and disappear in much less than
five minutes. This perind of time for
that evolution was once cousidered
phenomenal and evoked much praise,
With the American Adder, however,
this important evolulion will be ae-
complished in ten seconds, and it is
said that it will take less than 30 sec-
onds to do this even when the boat
must be turned round.

One of the tests of the Adder will be
the bringing of -the boat to the surface
with the stern toward the target and
requiring the craft to be turned be-
fore firing. This achievementisa val-
uable contribution to the evolutionary
capacities of the submarine boat. If
the submarine can accomplish this

“work of vital attack in the incredibly

short space of time of a sixth of a min-
ute and remove itself from the gun of
a foe, the value of tha submarine hoat
in naval warfare has increased ma-
terially.

The French submarire, which enn-

suimes five minutes in this oansfaught,

renders itself a comparatively easy
victitn tn the enemy, hut with the de-
crease of time necesaary for attack to
ten seconds the chance and opportu-
nity of discovery. repulsion and de-
struction are mirimized.

ent this government will have to en-
act legislation in regard to wireless
telegraphy on land, notably along the
coast.
