He sold to the British gov-
ernment several hundvred pleces after
experisace in South Africa had dem-
oastratod the inferiority of the Brit-
ish artillery.

The gun which the United Blates has
acquired the right to wic is under-
atood to be an improvement on the
model supplied to Great Britain, being
lighter and of longer range. The-
United States ordnance officers have
long complained that thelr fleld guns
were lesa effective tham the Freach
and (German guns.

The United States ordnance depart-

Krupps bad a new light model, and
they were fnvited to exhibit the plece
to United States ordnance experts, but
the Krupps declined, giving as their
reason that if they demonstrated that
they bad the best piece in the world
there was no certainty that the United
States would take it. Herr Erupp re-
ceatly made a gun of exactly the same
bore as & certain best American type,
but considerably lighter, and tested it
a few days ago, throwing shrapnel ef-
fectively 6,000 yards, against the Amer-
iean gun's 2.000 yards. }.

Herr Ehrhardt established five yéars
ago a branch at Pittsburg, Pa., for the
manufacture of cartridges and shells,
but, proving nnprofitable, it was closed
and he brought the machinery beek to
Germany.

In this conmection 1
have been Impressed by the remark
which we oftem hear about certaim
brands of cigars for two years, o |
longer, but that the cigar was goi-
ting o bad that he had concluded to
quit baying it at all. ‘It is nothing
like the same cigur, he said; ‘the
taste has changed, snd it tastes like
s misture of cabbage leaves.' Now,
he was altogether wrong about that.
I know the oigur, know how it ia
made, and all about it, ahd I know
that no' sort of change has beem |}
made 10 the process of manufacture.
The trouble is that & man's taste
changen. He may get up feoling
badly, his stomach may be In bad
shape, und, of course, the cigar wilk
mot taste as it did when his system
was in better condition. The cigar ia
blamed, and he simply dashes the
thing into the sireet, quits buy-
ing it. Instances of this sort are
very common., Misd you, K do mot
mesn to say that some of the brands %
do not change. There sre tricks in
the cigar business, just as there are
tricks in other teades. But in mine
cases out of ten the trouble is with
the smoker. But, recurring io the
age of cigars, the average to which
I have referred has been settled up-
on by tobacco men and is sccepted
throughout the couatry. [t ia
reached by taking the two extremes
~ths good and the bad fivecent
cigar, rad figuring back to the mid--
. dle. Some five-cent cigars close with
the first lot made, They are failures,
[~ having nolhing in them to ToCOoM- |
mend them to the public. The mw-
terial out of which they are made
would not make decent ‘three-fors.”
The higher grades of five-ceni cigars
sre made as carefully aad with ss
much skill as the cigars that are sold

Life te Be Graded According te
Prevlo- Mxperienee,

" The nuy department has mtde .
decision whick affects the rank of ma-
rine officers appointed from civil life
under the naval pernonnel act. Under
that act the president was authorized
to fill vacancies in the marint corps
from civil life, and several gronps of
;ppointn;nu were made, the largest

being 18, on May 23, 1800,

The appointees, after psssing their
examination, were commissioned by
numbers, and took rank according to
their standing at the examinations.
In thus ranking these ofticers the navy
department followed the law and prac-
tice in the case of cadets graduating
{from Annapolis, who rank according to
standing.

Recently one of the marine officers,

Lieut. Arthur J. O'Leary, queshoned
the action of the department, in view
of section 1209 of the revised statutes,
which provides that officers of the
same grade, when appointed and com-
missioned on the same date, shall take
rank according to previous service.
Lieut. O’Leary himself, like most of
the other marine officers appointed
from civil life, had seen service as a
volunteer during the SBpanish war, and
he claimed the benefit of the statute.
. The department, upon the recommen-
" dation of acting Judge Advocate Gen-
ersl Hanna, has sustained his conten-
tion. This ruling will involve a read-.
justment of the rank of all marine
officers appointed from civil life since
the Spanish war.

"‘I saw urold raflroad relic the other i |
day that waa quite & curiosity,” sald &
contractor, according to the Chicago
Inter Ocean. “It was in the posses-
sion of a farmer near Springfield. It
_was one of the ties used in the con-
struction of the firet railroad built in
Iilinols, “I'he Northern Cross,’ extend-
ing from Springfield to Naples on the
1llinofs river. It was built, or at least
begun, in 1836, and was of a construe-

- tion now strange 1o ralilroad people.

‘“The ties were of red cedarand were
laid farther apart than Is now the
custom. On the tiea runaing length-
wise were laid odk stringers, as they
were called, to, eupport the rails,
These wtringere were timbers about
six inches square aad from 20 4o 30
feot long. They were held in place by
ash pins about an inch in diameter,
which were driven through holes bored
in the stringers and ties. The rails
‘were mere straps of irom abont 2%
inches wide and a half to three-quar-
ters of an inch thick. The sirapswere
fastened to the atringers with spiken
driven through their oenter and the
heads of the spikes were countersunk
so that the strape preseated a smooth
surface upon which the wheels re-

. volved.

“The tie of which I speak had been
taken from the track in 1866, after 30
years of use. had paseed into posses-
siom of its present owner and been
used s a post to support & grape trel-
Ms, where it has stood for 33 years. Tt
is still sound, except areund the holes
near each end, arownd which are slglu
of decay. .

“I think §{f enough material of thu
kind could be gathered it would be a
good ides to construct a track after
this old pattern as e part of the Illinnis
exhibit at the St. Louls exposition.” '
