A housekeeper whose table furnish-
ings are alnays beautifully ¢lear and
shining a~ if new, gives the following
hints for the care of cut glasses. espe-
cially of such pieces as are ton valua-
ble 1o be washed haphazard with the
wther tableware.

Lse only tepid water and 1he purest
castile or .other good soap for the
cleansing and Tinsing of such articles
and manipulate a small, siiff brush
during the washing in order.to ger
every particle of dust out of the cut-
ting,

Then submerge the piecein boxwaond
sawdust and allow it t6 remain S0Mma
little time so that the fawdust shal)
absorb the moisture and clear the
glass. The sofrest of clean cloth with-
our any nap ahout it should be used tor
the final wiping and polishing.

Common white patatopeelingsshould
be used for cleansing the bottom ot
rarafes. decanters and vases. The
shot frequently employed for this pur- .
pose is apt to scratch the glass apd
leave marks that show from the out-
side, mays the St. Louis Republic.

The potato peelings should be left
in the articles cver night or for ses-
eral hours and then be washed out
with tepid water. .

Experience shows that the short life
of many. articles of rich glassware is
due 10 the abrupt changes of tempera-
ture to which they are commonly sub-
jected. -

A tray or dish that has been nsed for
ice cream sherbet. or any very cold
substance. if plunged into hot watef,,
is atmost vure 1o erack. '

Likewise a pitcher or tumbler which
ha~ been fliled with ice water if put
suddenly intd hot water or placed ton
rear a fire or hot stove, will show the
effects. There is no risk of breakage
where tepid water i~ used for cleans-
ing ’ _

A piece of cut glass shonld never he
taken from a china clnvet or closed
cabinet where it has been in a pro-
tected atmosphere free from crafts
and put immediately in contact with a
marble table top or other cold sub-
stance. .

It the carafe and tumblers to he used
for iced drinks be put into mudorately
cool water for a -time.b«-fure they are
used their safety is insured.

Something of the same forethought
must he taken in guarding cut glass
objects from harm ax is Fracticed with
a delicate child or & pet animal. Urder
ordinary rough handling the glass will
lose its luster and cradk or chip. .
