of the flical year 1901,

A statement just fasued by the de-
partment of commerce and Iabor '
through ita bureau of statlstics com-
pares the imports and exports of Iron
and steel manufactures during the
first eight months of each flscal yvear
from 13885 to 1905. In 1885 exports of
iron and stesl manufactures during
the first eight months were lese than
half the value of imports of iron and

as agalnst $23.000.000 of imports. In
1908, during the same months, the ex-
ports of iron and ateel are about six
times as much as the imports of iron
and steel, being $85,500,000, as against
$14,000,000 of tmports. Thna the bal-
ance of trade In fron and steel which
in 1885 showed a total of $12.000000
in favor of imports, showa in 1905 Lo
date a total of $71.000.002 fa favor of
expnris. .

The: growth In {ron and steel exports
from the Unied States i3 even more
rlearly shown by & _comparison of the
movement in certain articles. In 1885
thiere were but 25 classes of sufficient
Impertance to warrant their presenta-
tion in the monthly records of export
movements.

NEW WAY TO COUNTERFEIT

Reproduce by Electricity — Genuine
Bills Used to Stamp Spurious
— Ones, According to Btory.

New Havem, Conn.—Two men sup-
posed Lo be Willlam Gober and Samuel
Fastow, of New York, were arrested at
the point of a revolver in a boarding
house here, where they had been for
three days. In their rooms was found
& new counlorfeiting outfitywhich had

turned out geveral ome dollar Wilis. the _

police asuert, almost as good as the gen-
uine. '
The police Lelieve that an entirely
new counterfeiting method has beeu
discovered, as the plan of turaing cut
bogus bills {8 & departure from the en-
graved plate and other methods general-
ly employed. The plan apparently was
to take a new bill of any denomination,
pour a fluid said to be from Russia over
the bill and then stamp iL on plain sheets
of specially prepared paper. "After the
pieces are pressed together for some

time the whole ia takern off and placed -

on a eylinder much the same as a record
la placed on a phonograph. This is fol-
lowed by an electrical process that
makes a perfect reproduction on the
white paper. After a drylng process the
bill 1 peeled off apparently as good as
the one from which the copy is made.
The original is not spoiled and the proc-
ess, it is alleged. can be repeated as
many times as desired.

THE MEMORY OF MANKIND.

Recurrence of Pacts Accounted For by
Austrian Savant on Theory
ot Periodicity.

As the result of many experiments,
Dr. Swoboda, an Austrian savant, has
formulated & new theory to acrount for
the tricks of memory. the way in
which recollestion of hygone events
will flash into the brain without ap-

. parent cause, ®

Dr. Swoboda's suggestion Is that
such gouvenirs have a tendeney of
their own to recur at the end of stated
perfiod. One such period fa 53 hours.
Thus, 22 hours after the brain has heen
impressed with the idea, a melody. &
pleture, or an event. {t returns invol-
untarily. Longer periods may elapsa
before the return of the memorized
fact. but Dr. Swoboda finda that they
are multiples of 23—such a8 45, 69, 92,
and so on. - . - -

These figures refer ouly to the
brains of men. Women's hrains move
more quickiy, and recollection comes
back tn perlods of 18 hours and mul-
Dr. Swoboda explains
this curious recurrence of memory by
the oscillation which the orgarnism un-
dergoes—an oscillation whick s quite
rhythmic and regular, and varfes In
sexes. Another Vieanese doctor, pur-
suing the same idea, has already noted
the return of periods in pathological
symptoms, such as hysteria and head-
ache.

In regard~to dreams. Dr. Swoboda
says that .1 attention is directed it wil]
be noted that certain dreams are re-
peated nt the end of 23 or 46 days with
men or 28 days with women.

He thinks that a knowledge of these
facts should enable humanity to iIn-
creage Immensely ita capacity for
memory. These recurrent waves, If
carefully studied, would greatly assist
students preparing for examination,
who depend on their memory serving
them accurately at a given date.
