In 1348 the “"black plagne’” or “biack
death.” which was brought into the coun-
try from the east, caused the death of
100,000 persons iz London alone, whilein
Europe altogether 25.000.000 fell victims
to its ravages. [n 1485 the “sweating
sockness'’ appeared in England, capsing
great destruction of humanp Iife. ]t re-.
appeared at various intervals for a cea-
tury thereafter.

The last terrible visitation nf the
plagus in England was in 1664-1668. by
which 100.000 lives were lost in London
alone. This epidemic was followed by
the great fire of 1666. which destroyed
16.000 houses. including all the most
densely populated portions of the city.
The reduilding of Londog with some re-
gard to sanitary laws appears to have
put the first check upon ‘he epldemie
diseages that had previously devastated
ita populsation.
