In
natural! coosequence the number of
children to be found within the limits
of the clty proper Is decreasing, says
the Boston Advertiser. Any soclologlet
tensment-house commissioner, census-
taker or real satate agent will tell you
this. The chlid ia no loager admitled
to many of our most dealrable apart-
ment-hnuses, private dwelings. or ex-
clusive hotals. It was about 15 years
3%0. 80 real estate men say. thal peon-
pie In the apartment-house district
began to regard children as obnoxious
hecause of their noise and games.
Property awners took their cue from
this ‘and objected to children because
they tear a house to pleces, so that now
the paterfamilias, with a iot of “hope-
fuls” yet in their leading-strings, is com-
pelled elther to content himsalf with
a tenement in the most congested qun-i
ters of the clty or go far out in the
suburban towns, where children are
not under the ban. It i+ a bold state-
ment to make. that our people of the
middle class are forced into tho’
soburbs or Into the tensment district
because of their children, yet there is
evidence of it in nearly every resi.
dential quarter of the city.
