Itis tastructive and interesting o visit
the laburatory in which the npitrogen
bacteria are prepared Dr Woouds ex-
plaing, as be directs attention w 8 num-
ber ol culture tubes such an are it urél-
DAry use among ba:teriologiste, that the
bacteria required are extracted [fruom
the so-called nodules or swellings in
leguminous plants. Thase bacteria,
which supply the plants with nitrogen,
their most important food, are carefully
reared |lo the culure tubes.

Examination of ocne of the latter
showed a whitish streak upon ihe gur-
face of the culture fluid, or medlum,
which representied myriads of Lhe nitro-
gen bacterta. The latter are so minute
that it would take 10J to streteh across
the haad of a pia. and the period of ex-
istence of Lhe indivduals is so brief that
30 minutes represents the lease of life
of a generation.

PLOW UP AN OLD SKELETON

Discovery of Workmen on the An-
cient Santa Fe Trail in
Kansas City.

Kansas City, Mo. \'vorkmen em-
ployed by R. L. W nter grading a new
platted Lract of land south of Twenty-
seventh street and east of Indiana av-
enue stopped recently to clean away an
obstacle that had caught in a plow
just“under the beam. It was brown
atth dirt, but when they pulled it
away they discovered a human skull.

Further investigation brought o
light other bones that were undoubt-
edly the bones of & man. The work-
men dug around and found pleces of
rotlen wood, a fcw ruaty nails, and
some old horn buttons. The wood waa
evidently part of a pine box in which
the man whose bones were found was
butied.

The place where the bones wers
found was iu the yard of a house now
owned by Mrs. George A. Neal, which
is to be moved. The place was the
home of James H. Campbell for many
years, Mr. Campbell told George A.
Neal that the original trafl tn New
Mexiro crossed wh-t is now Indiana
avenue hetween Twenty-seventh and
Twenty-elghth streets.
