ADD TO TRADE OF _ANADA

United States Shippers Get Large
Share of Dominion Business—
Great Britain Loser.

‘Ottawa.—The detailed statement of
Canada's foreign trade, just available,
for the past fiscal year not only shows
a continued increase in the volume ot
trade between Canada and the United
States, but it also exhibits a large de-
crease in the aggregate trade with
_Great Britain.

In spite of the discriminatory tarift

of one-third in favor of British goods,
the imports from Great Britain last
year to the Dominion fell oft by

nearly  $1.500,000, while Cauada's
exports to the mother country
tn the same period decreased by
over $15.500,000. The total im-

pogs from Great Brirain werr &80
538,811, and the exporis from Canada
to that country amounted to $101,958,-
771. On the other hand, Canada im-
ported from the United States last year
goods to the value of $166,040.89), mak-
ing an increase of over $9.000,000 as
compared with the preceding year,
while Canada’s exports to the United
States for the same period were $75,-
562.015, which shows a betterment of
nearly $5,000,000 over the year Dpre-
vious. ' ‘

The total foreign trade of Canada for
the year ending June 30 last aggre-
gated $470.151,289. showing a decrease
in the sum total as compared with the
vear previous of $2,581,749. The im-
port trade reached $266.834.417, an in-
crease of $7,622,614, and the export
trade $293,316.872, a decrease of mora.
than $10.000,000, of which $7.559.493
was in domestic products only.

LIVING IS HIGH IN FRANCE.

Surprising Figures Given in New Bul-
ietin of Bureau of Commerce
e at Washington.

“Washington.—Economists and
revisionists are furnished material -for
argument in a comparison of the cost
of living in free trade England and
high protection France. which has
been published by the department of
commerce and labor. [t is claimed in
the publication that the English have
ope-third more to spend than the
French, and more money ia earned In
Ergland than in France. The cost of
living in England is far less than it is
in France.

Bitter in France costs 30 to 60 cents
a pound, Swias cheese 25 to 30 cents a
pound, and fowls 30 to 50 cents each.
Milk is 10 cents a quart, bread 4 cents
a pound and meat 30 to 50 cents a
pound. Fruits, which are grown
abundantly in France, cost twice as
much as they do in England; bananas
and oranges, which Alglers exports by
millions, cost four cents each. Coffee
i3 50 to 60 cents a pound, tea as much
as $1.40 to $1.80 a pound, and sugar

Most of the educated and “modern’™ Jap-
anese would smile, no doubt, if ques-
tioned as to the sense ar the utility of
ceremonial honors for dead horses, and
they would talk as scientifically s any
of us about the reflex action of such
exercines as the only one of any value,

and yet the chances are that even the

most advanced of them mitizates ‘his
agnosticism with incomprehensible res-
ervations and qualifications. They are
all poetical, and that in i{self is a form
of piety which perhaps not the least sin-
cere. "

ORDER SPECIAL CIGARETTES

For This Exclusiveness Both Men
and Women Consumers Pay
Big Prices.

A tobacwonist in the' vic.oity of dMad-

{son square exhibits a window full of
cigarettes made to order, adorned with
the crest or monogram in gold of men
about town who can afford to pay for
guch luxuries, says the New York Times.
A few buxes of cigarettes made upinthe
sizes affected by women indlcate that ex-
travagances of this sort are cot confined
to one sex. Customers who have ciga-
rettes made to order have their crest or
monogram printed on extra tine rice p&-
per by some fashionable stationer. and
take the ‘pads to the wobacconist to be
filled and rolled with the tobacco they
most fancy. Domestic grades are quite
as much in demand as Egyptiar or Turk-
ish. Fur this exclusiveness they pay
frem $100 1o $200 a-thousand for ciga-
~¢ites that if bought in the open shop
wouid cost them $50 or $75 a thousand.

Cigarette smokers have their peculiar-
ities. Some of them are as cranky as an
nld woman if thelr special orders are
rolled alittle closer or a trifie looser than
they are accustomed to havethem. Toa
young man in the Racquet ciub who was
“kicking on this score the dealer sald:
“Very well, Mr. Blank. Glve us permis-
sion to sell these in our stock and we'll
make you another lot.”

“What.” was the answer, “with my
monogram on them? [ like your imper-
tinence. sir. Those cigarettes must be
destroyed.”

More than one uptown tobacconist
makes cigarettes to order for young men
in the British aristocracy who have wed
American girls. While in this country
they acquired a fondness for Virginia
tobacco and won’t smoke any other. A
well-known American woman living in.
London has cigarettes made for her in
New York of the commonest kind of Vir-
giniastraight-cut tobacco, such as is sold
in five-cent packages. She buys themin
lots of 5,000, close rolled, and of special
slze. .
