Fell Near Esterville'in 1875 and Has
Been Scught by George Barber
- for Years — Brought High

Esterville, lu—After a lapse of 22
years, lhe famous “Barber”: meteor,
for which George Barber, of this place,
had searched for years, has Dbeen
found in a Vienna museum, carefully
labeled that all visitors may know
that it is one of Jowa’s products and
fell near Esterville'in June, 1875

Fearing the Barber brothers, who
dug up the great meteor, would be
able to recover the Jargest piece of!
the precious rock, it was quickly

ter of mystery. \

Inspired with a desire to secure the
meteor for the lowa Historical = go-
ciety or for the state university, many
bave attempted to locate the missing
rock, but search for it has been fruit-
less. George Barber has followed the
. meteor almost around the world, and
Jowans have searched the museums
ot England and of Rome, expecting to
cee it among the spoile of time, but
it has been left to Thomas R. Wallace,
a former lowan. to discover the rock
which put Esterville on the map in
one of the great muséums of Vienna.

Thomas R. Wallace, who has ooti-
fied George Barber of finding the me
"geor in Vienna, is one of the men who
.gaw it fall, on the farm of the Seven
Lee farm, two miles north of here,
“about one o'clock in the afternoon
of June 28. 1875, Charles and George
Barber dug it out of the ground some
14 feet deep. The largest piece, which
{s now in Vienna. weighed 132 pounds.
The smaller pieces weighed together
400 pounds, making a total weight of
£32 pounds. » '

At the time of the great phenome-
non the land on which the rock fell
bad been sold to a Mr. Lee, and only
a small amount -paid down. The Bar
ber boys were given permission by
him to dig out the meteor. but the
former owners brought suit against
tbe Barbers and the Emmet county
clerk refused to accept gigners to a
$500 bund offered by the Barber bove
under replevin proceedings. after the
land owners -had sectyed possession
uf the rock.

gain possession of the meteor. the par-
ties loaded it into a wagon.and hauled
it overland to Keckuk, where it was
s0ld to eastern parties, and resold to
. other parties for $5K8.000. It was sold
.a year or two later to an English com-
pany for $100,000. Small pieces
which the Barber boys secured have
been sold for $500 each, but lowans
have always wanted to secure posses-
glon of the big piece, which now rests
among the marble and bLronze statues
of Viegnna. '
Within a short time the scientific
world - learned of the meteor. The
Barber brothers were offered $50.000
for the big piece, and. believing that
it could be secured, efforts have been
made from time to time to get it back
on Hawkeye soil. The Barbers lost
$10,000 because the county clerk re
fused to accept a man worth
on & bond for $500. '

INVENTS STUDYING MACHINE.

Northwestern  University - Student
. .Finds Solution in Phonograph.

Chicago. — Edward Jacobsom, &
Northwesatern university student, has
iovented a studying machine which
not only abotishes the ravages on the
body caused by all-night sessions,
with towelencircled brows, over
books of small print, but also saves,
he says, the eyes and the mingd.

Young Jacobson's device is of a
phonographic nature, for which he has-
prepared records on which are con-
centrated the esgential points of the
entire courses. He unstraps his case
* of records, eelects Course No. 1, turns
out. the. light, lays himself down on
bed or couch, and, pulling a cord
‘which is altached to the machine, pre-
pares himself 10 absorb learnin
the roil. \

The machine is provided with an at-
tachment on the order of the works of
an eight-day <clock, which will run an
indefinite period, far longer than any
listener will survive. Even it the
student drops asleep, the constant
and monotonous repetition of the rec-
ord has the effect of lmpressing itself
ou the seemingly dormant brain, for in
the morning the student has the
course at his tongue's end and goes
to his examination, in campus vernac-
ular, prepared "to knock the profes
sor’s eye out.”

Intricate formulas of calculue, in-
volved problems of algebra and ge
ometry taught to men who think of
taking up engineering and other deep
forms of mathematioal lore can gll be
caught by the machine without skip
or miss, and formatione so formidable
that the eye will not grasp them be-
come easy to the comprehension when
drummed into the brain through the
ear by repeating the record.

The importance of the invention is
such from the student standpoint that
common on the Evanston campus.

Its approximate length is
115,000 miles and it Is 30,000 miles
wide, covering an area of abuout 3,500,
000 square miles. ‘There is cunsidera:
ble activity in the spot and there may
be some electrical disturbances on the
earth soon, but this is rather difficult
_to predict on account of the position
of the disturbance in relation to the
carth. ]

“Besides this great gruup of spots,
there are three other groups to the
west of it, and a fourth is just leaving
the sun on the eastern side. This
great spot can be readily seen by the
naked eye with a piece ol smoked
glass.

AMERICANS EAT LOTS OF SUGAR.
Each Citizen Consumed Ha!f His Own
‘Weight Last Year, Say Statistics.

Washington.— The average citizen
ot the United States secems to have
consumed one-half hig own weight in
sugar in the year just ended,” says &
statement issued by the bureau of sta
tistics of the department of commerce
and labor. The average comrumption
per head was 76 pounds. The amount
of sugar counsumed was (.500.000,000

pounds, at a cost of over '$200.000,000.

Of this enormous copsumption one-
fifth was produced in this country, an-
other one-fifth was imported from our
feland possessions, and the remaining
three-fifths, or 3,864,665.661 pounds,
from foreign countries.

Of the production of sugar in the
Upited States last year a little less
than one-half was from cane and a lit-
tle more than one-half from beets.

. The guantity of beet sugar entering

into American cosumption was 672
000,000 pounds, showing a remark-
able increase, and fur the first time
exceeding the production of the prod-
uct from cane. There was an ib-
creage of 260 per cent. in the produc-
