The
secretary will make this trip early im
April, stopping at Havana on his voy-
age elther 10 or from the isthmus.
The secretary in angwer to inquiries
as to the proepects of a withdrawald
of the American forces in Cuba indi-
cated that the date would be deter-
mined entirely by the complete res-
toration of order and the demonstra-
tion of the fact that a peaceful and
fair election could Le held.
