RELIC OF CLIFF DWELLERS.

Remarkable Slab of Rock Found in
New Mexican Canon.

It is a curious fact and ome much
commented upon by archeologists
that the pictographs so comimon in the
¢liff and cave dwelling regions of New
Mexico are almost wholly absent from
the rulns of the Mesa Verde, in sputh-
western Colorado.

1o one room of the cliff palace are
found some straight line markings but
there is nothing imitative of animals,

birds or reptiles in this, the balcony

or gpruce tree house.

Recently, however, there was found
in the Mootezuma valley, about a mile
and three-quarters southeast of Cor-
tez, on the siope of & bench which
riges from the McElmo canon bottom,
a slab of rock about six fest loag by
four and one-half feet high, on which
there are deep carvings similar to the
markings on the Puye and San Cristo-
bal rulns of New Mexico.

This detached slab was lylng on an
incline and had apperently split off
from a larger rock some distance
adove it. There are no similar rocks
near where this was found, but in one
place about 200 yards away there are—
a few characters cut in a rock. It re-
quired four horsas to remove this
gtone record from its abiding place to
the yard in the rear of the Montezu-
ma county courthouse, where it now
reposes.
