TOLURISTS WELCOME IN SPAIN.

Government to Systematicatly Encour-
i fage Foreign Visitors.

The Spanish government has cre-
ated a national commisslon—with au-
thority to expend generous sums of
money—whose sole duty it is to “en-
courage, by whatever means are at its
disposal, the visit of foreigners, either
those comlng for pleasure or for lme
provement.’

Taking their cue from the exampla
and success of America and Switzer-
land the Spaniards are beginning to
appreciate the commerclal benefits re-
gulting from a thriving tourist trade,
thus furnishing evidence that this an-
cient nation, which has heretofore held
ftself aloof from foreigners, has
awakened to the need of cultivating a
wider intercourse with the outside
world.

Among the methods to be inaugu-
rated by the committee is the prepa-
ration and circulation in other lands
of itineraries for travel which will -
best give opportunities for visiting the
principal natura: and artistic monu-

and other points which may most
readily and profitably interest foreign-
ers.

The commission will also invoke the
aid of the railway companies and seek
the inauguration, by systematic‘and
co-operative methods, of speclal pas-
senger rates, comfortable trains and
other conveniences of modern travel,
so that the traveler may arrange his
tour from the seaports through the in-
terior, on the most attractive routes,
even before he leaves home.

The expenses of the commission and’
its work will be borne by the goveru-
ment. and the members are instructed
to co-operate with munlcipal authori-
ties, town councils, ‘commercial and
other bodies in doing everything legi-
timate “to attract and retaln the sub-
]eu.s of other nations.”

- An indeatation to fit the foot is
branded on each board with a bot
horseshoe and the contrivance is fas-
teped on to the hoof with an iron
clamp and bolt.
