“All Glory. Laud and Honour” Writ-
ten in a Prison. e

A popular hymn s Theodulph’s “All
glory, laud and honour,” belonging to
the ninth century, and said to have
been written by the poet while in An-
gers prison. The author of “Hymns
and Their Makers” quotes a legend In
relation to its use on Palm Sunday,
821, to the effect that when Louis the
Pious, king of France, was at Angers,
he took part in the usual processlion
of laity and clergy, and as the proces-
sion passed the place where St Theo-
dulph, the bishop of Orleans, had long
been incarcerated he was seen stand-
ing at the open window of his cell,
and there, amid the silence of the peo-
ple. he sang his hymn, to the delight
of the king, who at once ordered him
to be set at liberty and restored to his
gee. In some minor details this legend
{s referred to by other writers as well.
The original ia too long to be sung in
modern services, as it has no fewer
than 75 llnes. The verses usually
found in our hymnals are but a frag-
meunt of the original hymn, which, with
more or less abbreviation, has been

“SCULPTURE CF INDIAN.

Only Three Spe»lmenn cf Lo's Rock
- farving Have Becn Found. S

THE

One,of the three known examples in
the United States of the famous In-
dian ‘“aculpture” on two of the im-
mense rocks which form the “great
falls” of the Connecticut river at Bel-

ed, not a trace of the marking which
recorded some important event {a the
history of ‘the aborigines belng left,
says the DBoston Herald. The sculp-
ture was a favorite subject of discus-
sion for antiquarians and developed
much controversy as to the manner
and time in which it was made. When
first discovered {t consisted of a group
of 16-ar 18 variously ornamented
heads pialnly cut {nto the rocks.
