GREATEST CONCRETE BRIDGE.

markable-for. .8everal Reasons,

Washington.—The largest concrete
bridge in the world has just reccived
ne finishing touches at Wasiington.
The Connecticut avenye bridge, as It
is kpnown, spauns the deep gorge of
Rock creck, not 15 minutes by troiley
‘rom the center of the city.

Tha enlire aasort-
ment, estimated to be worth poasibly

Mrs. Tabor wan the second wile o

a man whoae career reads like & pape
from some remance. (Oace a pros-
pector for mold, he diascovered the
Matchlear mine, near Leadvilie, which
made him many miillons. He bullt
tine business blocks in Denver, tneind-
tug the Tabor block, the Tabor Grand
Opera House block and other flne
buildings. He was aa idol of the pea-
ple.  He wap-eleced to the United
Stares senate and tonk a prominent
place in’ the affairs of the west

Theu reversed came. He lost hls
fortune. His wige dicrd and he mar-
ried agalin, and then, when he reached

The popularity of the lare
genator caused steps to be taken bi
his {riends three years aga to settle
the claims. Mrs. Tabor was enahled
to retain the jewels. One vear ago
ghe was in want and sha pawped them
with the Continental Trust Company
to secure & loan of $8,850.
