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'MOSQUITOES MADE OUTLAWS.

City Councit of Leipsic, Qermany,

"Makes It & Crime for Hausekeep-

.. erg to Marbor the Pests.

Washingtoe—*"Harborimg  mosqué-
toes” has beem made a crime in Leip
sle, Germany, according te the report
of Consul Suthard P. Wamer. A spe-
ctal officer has been smelected by the
oty council to see that this new law
is not viojated.

“In order that the work of exterm-
{nation may be thorowghly and sys-
tematically carried out,” saysa Mr.
Warner, “the city council bas notMied
all housekeepers In the infected seo
tions of the city to ocmrefully axmmine
their houses or apartments for mos-
quitoes and to destroy any that may
be found. Every homaehold in the dis-
tricts concerned has been furnished by
the city councll with a large circular,
which, In addition to Information as
to the cause and spreading eof ma-
larla, contalns advice as to the best
means of destroying the malarial
mosquitoes.

‘‘Certain dates have been specified
between which the hoases are to be
searched and the mosquitoes de
stroyed. At the expiration of the
time specified inspectors appointed by
the city counell will visit each bouse
and apartment and make careful em
aminations to see that the work of
exterminating the mmosquitoes bas
been properly carried out. Those who
fall to comply with the regulaliens
promptly and thoromghly will be sub-
ject to a fine of about $7.50.”
