District Forester F. E. Olmsted haa
just complled a statement showing
that the exact amount given away was
6,885,287 feet board measure, having
an estimated value of $14,262.20.

The forest service grants (ree tim-
ber to the\value of $20, which is =
good plle based on its value standing in
the woods, to settlers, farmers, proe-
pectors and others for domestic use,
and to school and road districts. This
free use is confined to those who need
it for domestic purposes. It is not
given away for any kind of commer-
clal use. To get free use of timber

President Adawms, jealous
for the executive preogative as com-
mander in chief, made no appoint
ment under this sct and Washington
died as lieutenant-general. .
