Inventor Can Visualize Objects at

.fMosvt,Remote Distances.

Claims “Televisualizer” Will Enable
People Here to Witness Events
*in Paris—Refuses to Give '

Rochester, N. Y.—“The Invention
which I have made and the apparatus
which [ bave succeeded In putting to-
gether are sufficient for me to make
the assertion that I can visualize an
object at a distance of thousands of
miles. The object can be seen with
its properties of color effects, dimen-
stons and movements and - will be
equal to the original' with the excep-
tion that the object itself cannot be
felt with the fingers.”

SBuch is the remarkable claim made
by Willlam Vincent Pruscino, & young
Italian living at 71 Somh Union street,
this city.

Pruscino {8 not very communicative
about his invention so far as going.
Into details is concerned. At present
he will deal only in generalities as to
just what his device really is. He
fears that some one will steal his in-
vention. He was so oppressed by the
thought of such a calamity that he
even destroyed his model after he had
given a demonstration for his own
benefit. Now he says that he has re-

ceived financlal support and he is en-

gaged In rveconstructing the model
preparatory to having it invented and
recorded at the patent office.

“The actual demonstrations made
by me not many weeks ago.,” said
Pruscino, “have completely satisfied
me that seeing at the distance of ten
or twenty thousand miles {8 no more
an impossibility; but, on the con-
trary, it is absolutely possible. I re-
peat that, thanks to my experiments,
I have succeeded in demonstrating
this to my complete satisfaction.”

“Televisualizer” s the name that
Pruscino has given als device. While
he will not tell an: hing about its ex-
act nature, he ad:.its that telegraph
wires have to be used and that per
sons, objects and scenes can only be
visualized where the necessary ap-
paratus is set up at both points, which
would correspond in telegraph to the
“sending™ and ‘‘receiving” points. The
“tolevisualizer,” however, is not a sys-
tem of sending portraits by telegraph.
Pruscino_claims much more for his in-
vendon, a8 he says he can reproduce
the color movement and various di-
mensions of the scene.

“Among the things that will be ren- -
dered poasible by this mode of see-
ing.” says Pruscino, “is, for Instance,
the first night in a European theater
by a person sitting in a New York
theater auditorium. Or i{f a New
Yorker would llke to attend a mes-
querade in Buenos Ayres—well, 1
would nit guarantee that he could join
In the fun, but he would have the
whole scene reproduced before him as
vividly as if he were actually present.”
