The housefly killed 1,824 United

" Btates soldiers during the 8panish-

American war through the medium of
typhoid fever, more th&n were killed
and wounded by Bpanish bullets.
There were 22,430 out of 133,618 sol-
diers, or one man out of seven of the
enlisted force of the United Btates
army atBacked with the disease.

It has been known for many years
that typhoid fever wes caused by
germs taken through the mouth, but
it was not until the Spanish-American
war that the housefly was known to
be largely responsible for its spread.

At Camp Ramesey, Minn, where the
Fifteenth Minpesota was in camp,
what became krown as {ll-fated G
company was detailed when the regi-
ment left for Georgia to police the
camp. Thirty members of the com-
pany were taken {ll with typhoid fe-
ver within a day, and within a week
the number increased to 50, nearly
halt the company. More than 20 men
of the flower of the company dled.

At Tenth street Broadway deflects
slightly to the west of the course it
holds below, s0 that the corner is one
which in itself s rare in this rectangu-
larly planned city.
