Manl Travels 290 Miles to Cross
10 Foot Hall.

After Being Carrled in Rallroad Car
for 24 Hours Letter From Boobo g

Plaln, Vt., Returns to 8am0
“Btructure,

Beebe Plain, Vt—The queerest
postofice In North America is prod-
ably located here, where 8 simple
wooden building shelters the ofices of
‘two countries. The structure is cut
diagonaliy by the Canade line, beifig
almost equally divided Dby the imag-
{nary boundary. The northern half
contains the postoffice ol Beebe Plain,

Quebec, and the southern half the
office of DBeebe Plain, Vt. They
are separated only by a ten toot)

_ corridor, using this passageway and

the same door In common. George
H. House, postmaster, looks after
the mall o! the two offices. As a

result of red tape in the postal
regulations regarding the transfer of
malils, & letter matlled at the Vermont
office for the Canadian ofice across
the hall travels 290 miles before de-

tivery.

Previous to 1899 the United States
postofice was located in a dwelling
house and the Canadian offite in &
store. In neither case was the serv-
Ice wholly satisfactory, but it seemed
to be tha heat arrangement that could
be made. However, In 1899 the idea
was concelved of utilizing the old
gtore, located right on the line, for
both offices, and finally the present
arrangement was perfected so that
s most satisfactory service has been
provided.

Patrons of the double postoffice can
do their postofice business by ma-
king one call. Two doors, one on each
side of the line, open into the lobby.
The distance between the postoffice
boxes of the two countries Is ten leet,
the Internationel boundary line rum-
plog through the apace between the
two sets of boxes. If a letter is by
mistaks dropped into the wrong letter
box it Is passed to the right office and
sent on ita way.

A letter posted at Beebe Plaln, Vt.,
for Beebe Plain, Canada, will go south
on the Boston & Maine rallroad from
Beebe Junctiom, Vt., to White River
Junction, 111 miles on the same routs,
and then continues its way to Sher-
brooks, P. Q.. 3¢ miles farther. There
It is again transferred and returns to
Beebe Plain, P. Q.

‘That Is, after having a ride of 24
hours and golng 290 miles it arrives
at its destination ten feet from where
{t started. '

Or perhaps It goes on another traln
sputh on the Boston & Maipe to
Wells River, Vt., 80 miles. There it
fe trapeferred and goes back ' vi
Beebe Junction to Sherbrooke, P. Q,
114 miles, to he transferred agaln,
and returns to the bullding it started
from 32 hours before. It has trav-
eled 228 miles.

The village has a population of
about 100 on the the Vermont side
and about 600 on the Canada side.
All of the places of business are on
the Canada side, 80 most of the pa
trons of the office are Canadlans, but
they are very willing to avall them-
aelves of the unique arrangement and
use eolther office that wlll glve the
best reauits.

The “line” itselt is quite: narrow
here—in fact, it {8 so narrow that it
cannot be seen except where the iron
posis appear.

Pcnnsylvanla Gets the Surprise
of Hls Life During His Lalt
. Angling Expedition.

Camma.l, Pa.—The men folk who
fished the trout streams of the Plne
creek regions during the past few
days may boast of their great luck
and their fine catches, but a fisher-
fellow whom Harvey Splan saw on
Spring run,. about three miles [rom
this place, the other day made & rec-
ord all his own. Splan had gone o
the head of Spring ruao before day-

light 8o as to be in at the early cast.

He fished for about an hour with In-
different success, es th¢ water was
80 very clear and so low that it was
only in the biggest poola that any re-
sults were to be obtained. He finally
decided to give up fishing, save for
spring that is formed
by tie kead of one of the tributarles
of Spring run, a spring that ls known
to few of the fishermen, as it is near-
Iy 190 yards up 3 ravine {rom the
main stream, while the creek that
tumbles down over the big rocks from
it doesn't appear big enough to be
worth investigating; hence its lnfre-
quent visitations. Splan has always
caught trout there, some of the larg-
est ever taken in this region, for the
spricg 18 10 feet across and fully four
feet—n the pool, so that trout have
an excellent opportunity to thrive
there.

The other morning he took a cross-
cut route to reach the coveted water,
going through the woods for a hall
mile or more, and approaching it
from the woods side. He was con-
siderably disconcerted when bhe crept
within sight of the pool to find that
somebody had preceded him, and was
standing knee deep in the water. He
looked agailn, and to his dismay he
discerned that the angler was not a
man, a8 he had thought, but a big
black bear, that stood almost as high
as & man. The animal was standing
as quletly as if he were made of stone,

~and intent in studylng the depths of
the pool to one side of him. As Splan
weatched him he saw the bear's paw

. shoot out and into the water, and the

next instant a fine trout was whuled
out of the pool and went fAying 5a 1o
the bank. Without sc much as look-
tng where the captured fish bad
alighted, the bear res®med his statu-
esque pose, and remained in that fixed
position for several minutes, when he
repeated the diving process and an-
other trout as large as tlfe first was
landed on the bank.

Splan, determined that ‘the bear
should not deplete the favorite pool,
yelled at the animal and flung a stock
toward him, which sent Bruin scur-
rNpg into the bushes without even so
much as stopping to find his caught
fish. But once the bear was out of
sight Splan hurried to where tte fish
were flapping themselves to death in
the leaves and conflacated the prizea.

Then, fearimg that the bear might
return and put up a fight, Splan con-
cluded to scoot. But he played fair
with Bruin. Teking the lunch of
sandwiches and cookies that his wife
had placed im a bundle for bim that
morning, he placed the food on the
edgoe of a rock just where the bear
had thrown his trout far out upon the
ground, thus sssuring to the bear, if
he returned, a more deliclous and ap-
petizing meal than the trout. would
have been.
