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FAHM BY DYNAMITE

Explosiens Break “Hardpan” and
-Conserve Season’s Raintall.

State of Kansas Conducting Expert
ments on Suggestion of Former
. Governor Crawford — Method

- Wil Probably Be Success, .

Topeka, Kan—Dynamite farming
&Y become a very common agricultu-
ral method In Kansas and other mid-
dle western states. The state of Kan-
sas {8 working out some experiments
with dynamite farming on the farm
of Samuel J. Crawford, war governor
of the state. Most of the farming
pections of Kansas are underlaid with
a soil foundation known as “hardpan.”
it 18 mot so hard as stone, but it is
harder than common soil, and the
roots of plants dannot go through it.}
In some sections this hardpan appears
close to the surface, and im other sec-,
tions it {s down 20 to 50 feet. When
at great depth the hardpan has no ap-
preciable effect on crops.

On Governor Crawford’s farm the
hardpan comes close to the surface,
and as this condition is the only one
where the experiment is lkely to
prove successful, Governor Crawford
gave the state the use of some of his
ground for this year.

“l have done some experimenting

with bhardpan and dynamite,” aaid
‘Governor Crawford the other day. “If
this formation is close to the surface
it forma & pertect floor and the moiat-
une cannot get down to the subsoil.
" “Roots of growing plants go down
to the hardpan and can go no further,
&nd when bad growing weather comes
they curl up and die. If we break
up the hardpan 1t stores the water as
in & reservolr, and in dry weather
this reservolr gives up its moisture to
the crops.”

The state, through the agricultural
department and the agricultural col-
lege took np the scheme of dynami-
ting the hardpan at Govermor Craw-
ford’s suggestion. The powder mills
were asked for a low grade explosive,
and they are turning out a dynamite
for breaking up the hardpan at a cost
of about $1.50 per acre.

Early this spring a field was taken
&8 the test field. Holes were drilled
26 teet apart and in rows 100 feet
wide. The sticks of dynamite, con-
taining 25 per cemt. of nitraie ammo-
nia powder, were put down to 8 depth
of three fest. Hall the sticks were
set off by a battery and half by fuses.
The battery explosions seemed to be
the best. The hardpan was thorough-
ly pulverized for six feet each side
of the drill holes and large cracks ran
for considerable distance in all diree-
tions from the holes, showing that
the explosions had broken out fiscures
through the hardpan. Around each
hole a large reservolr was created
where several hundred gallons of wa-
ter was stored during the spring rains
for uee in the &ry summer months,

Corn, oats, and other spring crops
are being planted, = Part of the fleld
wag not dynamited, and this ia belng
planted also to demonstrate the eff-
uency of the new farming method. It
will show whetber or not the dynami-
ung did any good. The rows were
100 feet apart, and if the crops are
rot as good In the middle between the
rows, it will show that tbe dynamiting
stould be in narrower rows.

Dr. William Hamm of Vienna was
the discoverer of the dynamite meth-
od of farming. He has found that in
Europe it is not necessary to treat the
ground oftener than once in three
YOars.

The state amcultural college and
the state agricultural department are
waking the experiments on Crawford’s
farm and the government agricultural
experts are watching the experiments
lust a8 closely as the state. :

Yokohama.—*“Thig {8 the cat that
ate the rat” i{s ‘a phrase familiar to
all, and it has a ﬁpecxa.l tignificance
in Yokohama

Early last ycar a census of the cats
in Yokobama was taken, 4nd it was
found that there were 7,000, but that
they were not increasing with normal
rapidity. The reason was doubtless
that the pewborn kittens in toc many
cases found a watery grave.

ThIs seemed regrettable, when it je
remembered that the extermination of

‘the rat is a sanitary ideal, and that

pussy wages ceaseless war on these
Infection-carrying rodents. The muni-
cipality therefore offered a cash pay-
ment to each family proving the birth
and maintenance of a kitten of £50 sen
per kitten,

The scheme worked well. There are
now in Yokohama 13,000 cats and the
municipality has already paid out
1,875 yen to familles preserving kit-
tens. As for the cause of rat exter-
mination, it {8 noteworthy that last
year the greatest number of these
pests caught in one day was 1,200, but
that these figures have now decreased
by about 300. This 1s confidently at-
‘tributed to the fact that the cats have
reduced thelr enemies’ numbers, and
it is to be hoped that his read!ng ot
the smumcs is a right one,

FIRST AID TO THE FARMERS

Report of New York Bureau Shows
“What Waa Done to Supply La-

) bor in Year 1909. ;

New York.—In {ts efforts to help
the farmer, who usually lacks farm
;workers when he needs them most,
‘the labor bureau of the New York
department of agriculture has been
very succeasful during the first year
‘'of its existence. More thap twelve
‘hundred single men and 80 families
have been put to work on New York
farms,

Only one case of swindling oc-

ccurred. One stalwart, who needed
‘money more than he wanted work, re-
ceived a rallroad ticket to his destina-
‘tion. Instead of going to the farm, he
left the tralpn at the Harlem station
aud scld the ticket. To obviate any
further loss {n trusting human nature
the officlals of the bureau now make
pure that the candidate for employment
has baggage worth a8 much as the
‘sum paid for his ticket. The baggage
18 then checked and the check malled
‘to the farmer for del ery to the man
.oz, bis arrival at the farm.
! rbe work of the bureau fs done
without sharge; money for transpor-
‘tation is advanced by the employers.
‘Requests for help are constantly re
‘celved. The United States depart-
‘ment of commerce and labor, several
foreign consulates and various &o-
cleties have sent to the bureau appls-
cants for whom work was found.
