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cDD FISH FROM SEA DEPTHS

Brought to the Burface by Repairing
Covernment Cables Along the
Pacific Coast.

Seattle, Wash—Strange monsters
the like of which bave seldom been
seen by man were dragged from a
dupth of 8,500 feet by the crew of the
cable ship Burnside when they re
paired the Alaska cable off Mount Bt.
Elas lart mouth.

The Burnpside is moored at ita buoy
In Elliott bay after two months of re-
patring and relaying the cadbles of the
United States army and signal corps
gystem. Op board were a gcore of
huge flasks fiiled with alcohol. In
them floated strange shapes which it
was hard to belleve were once living
creaturcs. -

Balls of red hair which looked like
tousled human heads proved upon dis-
soction to be a strange kind of deep
water crab. Flesh colored round
wygses were found clinging to the
cable by minute tentacles. One cresa-
ture ls shaped like the diabdlo toy, nar-
row in the middle with big concave
white dlsks at eitber end by which it
catchee bold of any object. The sall-
ors on board the Burnside have named
it the spool.

Another strange marine creature 1s
shaped like an octopus but has at
least (wo dozen tentacles instead of
elght. Many octopuses were found
clinging to the cable, but they were
thought too common to preserve.
Whole sections of the cable pulled up
for inspection were found covered sev-
eral feet deep with strange plants and
enimal life. Seaweed, black instsad of
green, sponges and ses urchins pre-
‘dotutnated, f

Probably the strangest creature

found on the cable waa s flesh golored
fish not more than four feet long
which was found enveloped in the ten-
tacles of a young octopus. When
brcught to the surface its body was
swoilen llke a balloon. Dr. J. E. Ma-
loney, the ship's surgeon, who exam-
{ned it, said he belleved the fish was
choked by the hold of the octopus.

Capt. Willlam Kelly, secretary of
the Misstsalppi and Ohio River Pilots’
rociety, says this Is the flrst season
s'nce 1858 tu his personal knowledge
that stcamboats have c¢.ased to run
during the open season.

In the summer of 1536, Mr. Kelly
says, he was plloripg the steamer
Stella Vvhilppie when the water was
four Inches lower than {t s now. The
boat was towing two barg-s down
the stream, but got stuck on the
crossing at Robinson's rocks, 14 miles
below St. Paul.

Captain Kelly says he waded Into
the river ahcad of the Loat to locate
the best plac» to drcp anchor and pull
the boat over the bar.

These things still go on, as the
pure food oficials in Washington
testify. Underweighing, misbranding
sand adulterating are ancient customs
of the foodmakers known of yore. But
there is an observable difference be-
tween the olden and the modern
methods of dealing with the evils. In
federal, state shd municipal offices is
lodged the definite evidence upon spe-
cific cases, and there is a record of
convictions. The old tricks are varied
