POTAT’OES WILL MAKE FUEL

Kansas Farmers Are Learning the
Manufacture of Denatured Aico-
hel—Many Uses for Product. .

Topeka, Kan —Culled potatoes will
be furnishing the power for the gang
plow and the engine on the farm be-
fore many more years go by.

A bushel of culled potatoes Is worth'
36 cents. Turped into denatured al-
s0hol they would be worth 72 cents.
The process of extracting the alcobol
is not one that every farmer can CAITY,
an, but the alcohol is there all right.

Alcohol is produced by the fermen-
tation of sugar. Potatoss contalin
starch that may be converted inte
sugar by the addition of malt and
‘hen fermented. The potatoes are
steamed until the starch 1is cooked
thoroughly. Then the malt 1s added. .
When the starch bhas been converted
into sugar a yeast mash is added and
the sugar fermented. What s left
from the potato mash can be fed to
cattle. Experiments have proved that
the mash has a high feeding value.

Denatured alcohol {s used for heat
ing and lighting, 1n chemicals, In var
aishes, in explosives and as a fuel for
engines. For some years the tax laws
were such that alcohol was too ex-
pensive as fuel for engines. For this
reason machinsry has not been adapt-
od for using dematured alcohol. But
it ts coming into use.

The United Btates department of ~
agriculture has issued a bulletin re-
cently on this subject. Denatured al
cohol is being extracted from potatoes
in other countries with success.

A distillery for this sort of work
might be conducted by a furmer’s co-
operative association or as a private
enterprise. A plant with a daily ca
pacity of 8,000 pounds of potatoes
would cost approximately $12,000.
This 1is larger, considerably, than
would be practicadle for a co-opera-
tive enterprise. The plant would
have to be {n a potato growing coun-
try with good rallroad facilities. ’

g8alt Lake City, Utah —Swept from
the alfalfa crops in sunny [taly; fro-
ses suff and transported in cigar-box-
like cages in the cold-storage vaulls
of a liner across the Atlantic ocean to
New York, and then transferred
again to the refrigerator compartment
of a transcontinental train and burried
to Utah, is the experience of the al-
falfa weevil parasites which, it I8
hoped, will save the alfalfa crops of
TUtah and all intermountain farmers
from the ravages of the alfalfa beetle.

The parasites are now coming to life
ngaln in the sunshine which fiters
through the windows of the United
States entomology experiment station
in the Utah capital, and they will be
used in a serles of experiments
planned by the govermment with &
view to belping the farmer in his
fight agalnst obe of the most de
structive pests of recent ysars.

The work Is under the immediate
supervision of A. H. Kirkland, special
agent of the goverament in the alfslfs
weevil investigation, Mr. Kirkiana
was in charge of the campaign waged
by the government against the de-
structive gypsy moth in Massachu-
setts, and was signally successful in
fighting that pestt He bhas been
through the practical as well as the
technical featuses of such work, and
ls now employed by the government
to supervise such Investigations &as
are under way in Utah.

The work locally with the Itallan
parasites and the alfalfa weevil is
purety experimental. The idea is to
have the parasites lay their eggs In
the eggs of the weevil and so destroy

In the days of James I. 8ir Almroth
Wright's indictment of washiag would
have besn considered a mserious of-
fenser That moaarch, although not
conspfiously clean himsell, was
anxious that his subjects should wash
themselves frequently, as he received
a payment of $30 a ton on all soap
produced in England, in return for &
monopoly granted to the Westminater
Compsny of Bospmakers. King James
did his best to push the business of
the company bdy issuing a royal proc-
lamation as to the virtues of its soap,
which was declared to be “good, sweet
and serviceable for our people.” He
forbade the importation of scap, and
appointed officers to put dowa tllicit
soap bolling. His efforts were re-
warded by payments from the com-
pany averaging about $150,000 a year.

Rich Coal Seam Found In England.
The discovery of a seam of good
quality coal, which far exceeds In im-
portance anything that has yet been
found in the Kent coal area, was
plerced on May 17 In a concesslons
boriag north of Dover the weam Prov-
ing to be no less than twelve fest ten
inches thick.
