Claim Made by English Physiclan
ard Brought to the Attention of
King—Reports Progress.

l.ondon.—lcrerest Increases in the

eclatm by Dr. Bryant of Thornton,
Bradford, that gases arising from
maggo's and putrefied flesh are a

cure for cunsuwption, and during the
past week he has recetved about 407
letters from copsumptives in Englandi
and Scotland.

He hus also been visited by many
people suffering from the diseage,
especially from districts in Lance-
ghire, who desire to rerain and sub.
ject themselves to the (treatment
Most of these, however, have had to
be sent home, as he has already on
bis hands as many patients as he
can accommodate. So numerous, In-
deed, are these that they -have to sit
ir the room where the gases are pro-
duced in rthefr turna.

In every case Mr Bryant claima
the pationts are making substantial
progress toward recovery. It bhas
been sugeested that the gases should
be bottled and sent to consuriptive
people so that thev might be inbaled
at their homes, but for the time be-
fng Mr. Bryant is taking no steps in
that direction. The erection of larger
premises at Thornton is delayed
pending the Investigation by Dr.
Kaye, the ruedical officer of the West
Riding of Yorkshire, who has been re-
quested by John Burns to report on
the d:scovery.

This Ipvestigation will take place
ere long. and Mr. Bryant awalts the
report with the utmost confldence.

It may be mentioned that a gentle-
man who has taken a keen interest
in the discovery has drawn the at-
tention of the king to it, and he has
also written to the National Society
for the Prevention of Consumption.

Mr. Bryant in the course of a con-
versation stated that the members of

" the medical profession were now tak-

ing his claim more seriously than
they did at first, and some_ot them
had acknowledged that they were
making experiments with trimetbyla-
mine and ammonia, the gases which
are suposed to effect the “cures.”
