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TURKEY IN WAR TIME

Scenes in Constantinople When
Italy Begun Hostilities.

Christians Feared Massacre, but Gow
ernment Held Fanatics Firmly in
Check—Big Wave of Patriot-

Ism is Shown.

Chicago —The Daily News publishes
the foliowing dispatch from its Con-
staptinople correspondent:

Tle news of the declaration of war,
though rot unexpected, fell ltke &
bowbshell on the people of the his.
toric capital on the shores of the Bos-
parus.

Crowds gatliered here and there
awaiting developments.  Turbaned

~hodjas” with white flowing beards,

wurwured curses oh the inflelds who
dared threaten the children of the
prophet. News venders shoutcd at the
top of their volces the Yatest extras of
the enterprising newspapers, and cales
and mosques were filled with politi-
clans discussing the news and propos-
fng immediate action. It is & curlous
phenomenon that a Turkish crowd
at such critical moments always
thinks of oue thing the massacre of
Christians. Demonstratlons were pro-
posedand immediate expulsion of
Italians demanded. It may be said,
however, that the government took
immediate precautions and patrols of
police and gendarmes were stationed
everywhere to prevent any rash action
by the irresponsidle crowds.

On the European side of the town
the impressions were different. The
native Armenians and the Greeks were
apprehensive and expected an attack
by Kurdish “hamals” (carriers) on the
Christian quarters at any moment.
Native Christians have seen so much
bloodshed in this capital that it seems
natural to expect violence at such a
time. The cafes were full of corre
spendents, members of various for-
eign embassies, local officlals, mer-
chants and others. Rumors of all
kinds were in circulation. Some sug-
gested that the native houses shouild
be protected by American, English or
Frencl flags, while others suggested
that every one should be armed.
There was a rush to the shops of deal-
efs In small arms and extravagant
prices were asked for revolvers of a
very inferior quality.

The position, it may be said, would

not have been so grave had it not been

for the resignation of the cabinet and
the tnability of Said Pasha to form an-
other. The country seemed practical-
ly without a government for & few
days. It was this undecided stale of
affairs that caused the intense excite-
ment which was increased by rumors
that the Ottoman fleet had been de-
stroyed by the Italians.

However, the belated formation of
a cabinet had a quieting effect on pub-
lic opinjon and fear and indecision dis-
appeared.

After recelving news of the safety
of the Ottoman fleet people began
thinking of collecting money for more
warships. Voluntary subscriptions
poured in from all sorts and conditions
of people. Turkish women brought in
their gold ornaments, diamond rings
and bracelets. Patriotism among or-
ientals Is expressed sometimes in such
a spontaneous manner that the aver-

§
The patriotic feeling of the Turk is
chiefly based on religious feelings and
instincts. He does not sacrifice ev-
erything for his country so much as
to safeguard his religioa; it is this
feeling that is s0 widespread among

the Moslems of the world.

It is this religious union which has
brought together all Mohammedans of
whatever nationality. One often hears
of the significant threats of the Moe-
lem regarding the “djehad” or the,
“holy war.” Any one who has resided:
sufficiently long in Meslem countries
appreciates the fact that a “bholy wu"'
is not an improbable thing. . (

The Hague.—Mo=! ntresting dem-
onstratfons were Liade recently at the
Hook ot Hollaund Ly the crew of the
Htehoat with the new satety girdles
niade of 4 material called “rettung”
raavingr, which possesses the prop-
er'y of Keeplng those who wear it
afloat in the water. Previously the
first demonstration in Holland  had
been given befure the queen  and
prince conlsort on one of the orna-
tie n1al lakes in the zoo palace garden
A few davs luter the Rotterdam river
police tried it and then at the special
request of the prince consort, who 18
always to the fore where anything
having to do with life saving is con-
cerned, the Lifeboat soclety of South
Holland arranged a test, at which
Prince Henry himself was a most in-
teresfed spectator.

The test was made In the open sea
near the north pler. The liteboat crew
all wore girdles of "rettung.’ whieh
they declared did not incommode
their rowing at all, as It was much
more comtortable than the old-fash-
ioned life saving belts,

Holland’s champiou swimmer, Mr.
QOoms, who also wore the ‘‘rettung,”
over which was a seaman’'s heavy oll-
cloth ¢oat, aud who had requested to
be permitted to join in the demonstra-
tion, was the first to jum) overboard.
For a while he floated on his back
full length, then he swam in all sorts
of positions, and at last tried to dive,
but this he found was quite impossi-
ble, owing to the buoyant qualities of
the material. Some of the lifeboat
men next trled the experiment, and
all were entirely satisfled that “ret-
tung” will prove a most valuable ally
fn their struggle with the elements
when next they go on a life saving ex-
pedition. i

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ACORN DIET PROVES FATAL

Seventy Head of Cattie on One Estate
Kitled by Eating Fruit of Oak—
Pheasants Thrive on Them,

Loudon.—During the past few days
70 cattle belonging to J. Bishop of
Haughton, Shropshire, have died
through eating acorns. The cattle
were grazing in a tield in Aqualate
park, Staffordshire, belonging to Stir
Willism Boughey, where acorng were
very plentiful. The loss to Mr. Bishop
I8 estimated at nearly L1000 Seve
eral cows belonging to other farmers
In the neighborhood have died from
the Bame cause.

From the Henley-on-Thames district,
where a number of cattle died through
cating acorns, further cases Were re-
ported.  One bheast died, and three
were found dead in a ficld some mlles
distant. An examination of one of
them revealed two bushels of acorns.

Many farmers tn South Oxfordshire
and Buckinghamshire have cattle ly-
ing seriously {ll from the same cause,
while many caseg of cattle dying
have been reported recently, nctably
from the Newbury district of Berke
shire and the Market Drayton district
of Shkropshire.

Cattle 1n many districts have died
from eating acorng, which are excep-
vonally plentitul this year. ln a few
districts sheep also have suffered, but,
on the other Land, many furmers have
found that both cattle and sheep have
fattened on dally rations of acorns.

It has been found that the best
method is to let the cattle and sheep
have dally access to fields where there
are acorns, because the animals then
eat the acorns as they fall and cannot
devour too many or eat too quickly.
On the other band, if there is already
a store of acorns under the trees, or
1 excessive amounts of collected
acorns are given to the cattle, diges-
tive troubles are at once set up and
{n many cases the animals die.

It is a curious fact in connection
witn acorns as a food for ducks, which
usually fatten rapidly on this food,
that this year they will not eat acorns.
The reason probably s that the
acorns are of such an enormous size,
and this fact may also have some influ-
ence fn causing the trouble wirh the
cattle  Although ducks will not eat
acorns, pheasants are eating them,
with unusual gusto, and early in the
morning one may see the spaces un-
dirneath the oaks qulte, thick with
pheasanta..

PARSING IS MIXED WITH WORK

Children of Kansas City Are Bsing

Taught Under New System—

May Be Supplemented Later.

Kansas City, Mo.—For boys and
girls who cannot see how they are go-
ing to be helped in breadwinning bdy
learning to parse sentences and dis-
covering the contour of the Indian
ocean. a new kind of school has been
established here by the board of edu-
cation. It is conducted at one of the
ward schools and children more than
13 years old and not below the fifth
grade are admitted.

Half of the time In this school is
devoted to manual tralning for the
boys and domestic sclence for the
girls, and the other half is given to
practical English, arithmetic, geo-
graphy and history.

If this school works out satisfactor-
{ly it is thought likely that within a
year or two a regular trade school
will be established to care for the pu-
pils who have fipished the present
course. .
