= A remarkable instance of the ad-
wantage which medical men may de
‘Five from chemistry has been pub-
Jished in the reports of the Hospital
‘Hotel Dieu, at Paris. A young stu-
dent wrote a thesis (n which he
showed that gangrene and deficiency
of oxygen were to be regarded as
cause and effect. Dr. Laugler, sur-
geon-in-chief of the hospital, having a
‘case ol spontaneous gangrene under
his care, proceeded to test the theory.
The patient, a man seventy-five years
of age, had the disease in one foot—
one toe was mortified, and the whole
inember was In danger. The diseased

gangrene was arrested and the foot
Fecovered its healthy condition. A
singular experiment trled upon an-
other patient, equally aged, and equal-
ly successful, from which the Infer
ence follows that treatment with oxy-
gen ia an effectual remedy for a dis-
ease which too often infests hospitals.
