Washington.—Put a plain, simple,
honest little woman from the west
fnto the whirl of officialdom at Wash-
lng{ou",‘ photograph her thoughts and
impressions of it all, and you get an
unprejudiced view of the lives our
national law-l.akers and statesmed
lead at the national capital. Isabel
Gordon Curtis has accomplished the
photographic  process, and in her
book, “The Woman From Wolverton,”
sha,pmsents a vivid picture of Wash-
lngton lite as It {is rather than as
we usually hear of it

Wolverton s a village of the far
west and the woman is Mrs. Lemuel
Shipe, whose husband has been glect-
ed to congress. Plain, simple, home-
loving people, they go to the capital
city all ignorant of its customs and

_manners, and many a heart-ache comes
to the lovable little woman despite
her courage, education and inborn gen-
tility. She tells her own story, with a
keen sense of humor when dealing
with the femu’e snobs who sought to
squelch lior and the grafters who
sometimes got the better of her, and
with real pathos when relating such
incldents as tho visit from old Uncle
8i, the worshipper of Lincoln’s mem-
ory, or the death of Mrs. Daggett, who
had done so much to make her life
there endurable.

Lemuel once called his wife “a con-
gressman's conscience,” and that is
the key to & number of situations, for
the little woman In her simple hon-
esty could not comprehend the tor-
tuous ways of politics, or when she
did comprehend them, could not tol-
erate them.

English Officials Have to Be Satisfied
__,Wlth Glory and Honor—Liverpooi
: - Executive Well pPald. . -~

London.—The mayors of London
find their executive dignity much
more expensive than the proviccial
mayors. In most of the cities and
towns of the United Kingdom an
amount {8 voted by the council sufi-
clent to coyver the ordinary expenses
of the mayor. But in London {t is dit-
feren*.

The lord mayor, of course, 18 in a
class by himself. He gets an allow-
ance of $50,000 for his year of office,
and the average amount he has to add
to tbat out of his own pocket is an-
other $50,000. Outside the city of Lon-
don proper, which is the lord mayor's
district, London 1s divided into 28
metrupolitan boroughs,

Of the provincial citles Liverpoolis
the most generous to its mayor, giving
& fixed salary of $10,000, which is add-
ed to when extaordinary expenses are
fncurred. The Liverpool council also
pays about $4,000 a year for horses
and carriages. Birmingham, now the.
second largest city in the Unlted King--
dom, made a grant for the mayor last
year for the first time, fixing the sum
at $5,000. Mancheswer, Shefield, Leeds
and Leicester, all places where the
position of mayor pecessarily entails
a ‘very considerable expense
no grant.

Easy Fortune Seckers Almost Get Con-
“tury Old Treasure, When Woather
;- Discourages Them. e

New York.—With more than a mil-
lion pounds sterling in gold and sil-
ver bulllon in sight, which treasure
was part of the cargo of the British
frigate Lutine, when that vessel found-
ered off Terschiling, in the Zuyder
Zoe, in 1799, the salvage 3teamer Ly-
ons was compelled a few weeks ago
to return to Amsterdam because of
had weather. This was the statement
made by C. H. Miller, second officer
of the Lyons, who {8 at the Broadway
Central hotel on his way to Philadel-
phia to visit relatives,

“We discovered the wrecked frigate
in about four futhoms of water last
July,” sald Mr. Miller, “and we at
once bhegan to pump out the sund
that covered the hulkk. We pumped
out a large amount of sand before we

were able to get at the interior. We
located the bulllon, which lles be-
neath a mass of cannon balls, and

which have been welded together by
the chemical action of sea water. We
dynamited much of this mass and the
pumps sucked up many sllver and
gold coins, proving that the vessel
was the Lutine. Bad weathcr forced
us to give up salvage operations, but .
we will renew work about March 1.

The National Salvage assoclation of
London was formed some time ago,
with the duke of Teck and Lord Dun-
raven as stockbolders, to attempt the
recovery of the treasure contalned in
the Lutline.
