FINE LINEN 6,000 YEARS OLD

Fruits of the Looms of Ancient Times
Have Defied the Passing of the
B Conturies.

In one of the apartments at Univer-
oty coliege, London, Protessor Fiiand-
ors Petrie has piaced on exhibition
some _remarkably interesting antiqud-
‘tes unearthed at Tarkban, Heliopolls
and Mempbis under the auspices of
tbe British School of Archaeology 18
Egypt
- _The -great cemetery of Tarkhan,
waich occupled a mile of desert 40
mises souih of Cairo and which dates
trom the eariies: historic age untll the
race of the pyramid builders., bhas
proved to be exceedingly prolific la
antiquities. .

What has struck Professor Petrie is
the extraordinary preservation of the
wood murk and clothing unearthed from

these piaces of isterment of long
ago.
A great shest of Ifnen which 1is
