Great Training School Has Turned Qut
Some Efficient Officers for
Uncle S8am.

The selection of West Point as the
place for the nationa! mlilitary acad-
emy was due, says Mre. C. R. Miller in
Leslle’'s Weekly, to Ita advantages
from a military viewpoint, for its
rugged beauty and its severe climate
were calculated to be beneficial in the
foundation of that sort of character so
essential to a successful officer. The
academy was formally opened July 4,
1802, with ten cadets and five offloers
as instructors. Its success is said to
be due to the administrative ability of
QGeneral 8ylvanus Thayer, who became
{its superintendent in 1817 and served
as such for 18 years. This officer is
known as the Father of West Point.
Since the opening of the academy, in-
cluding the class of 1911, more than
five thousand nfficers have been gradu-
ated.

A cadet’'s aducation costs the gov-
ernment abonut $3.50). All cadets are
on the same footing. The pay of a
cadet is $G00 a year and one ration
per day, or commutation thereof at 30
cents a day. The total is about $709.50,
to commence with his admiasion to the
academy. Immediately after his ad-
mission the young man must spend
about $160 for uniforms.

After graduation the cadet is eligi-
bdble to the rank of second lieutenant
and is appointed to whatever branch
of the service his record entities him.
Those who are highest in class honors
are genera!ly appointed to the engl-
neer corps. ‘

An act of congress authoriting the
expenditure of $5.800, 000 for the re-
construction of the United States MIll-
tary Academy was passed in June,

MARKET AFFECTED BY STRIKE |

Scarcity of Drugs in New York Re
-sult of Cessation of Waork in Eno—
lish Coa! Mines.

An aftermath of the recent coal
strike I{n Great Dritain has been that
the New York market for crude drugs
has berome almost bare of wmany bot-
anical products usually brought to this
port from the sources of supply in
British ships.

The scarcity of supplies has stiffen-
ed the crude drug market in many
spots, despite the meager character of

_ the buying within the last few weeks,
and the approaching total exhaustion
of the stock of several commodities
ls strongly suggested.

The demands of the city trade are

-8l relatively greater than from the
west and south, but it is believed that
purchasing of quinine and other drugs
will soon be greatly augmented in the
southwest by the disastrous flooda
which have inundated that section of
the country. i

Among the most important advances
in prices noted bhave been sharp up-
lifts in menthol, short and long buchu
leaves, Camagena ipecac, celery seed.
cloves, cascara sagrada, gum candrac,
matico, kava kava, decorticated carda-
moms. balsam tolu and Para balsam

CALLS RAW SULPHUR PURE

United States Appraisers Hold Japas-
nese Product Must Pay §4
. @ Ton Duty,

Washington.—Sulphur emitted by
the geyser craters of Japan in an al
most pure state is refined sulpbur in
the meaning of the tariff law, although
the subatance has been untouched by
the hand of man. The board of gen-
eral appraisers at New York, the
treasury department is advised, has
held that such sulphur is dutiable at
$4 a ton. The Importers asserted it
was entitled to free entry as crude
sulphur.

The issue was raised over an impor-
fation from Bungo province, Japan,
which was 99.98 per cent. pure, al-
though it had been subjected to no ar-
tificial process. In that provinoe there
are, perhaps, a hundred geyser cra-
ters from which sulphor is emitted.

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- ON THE TRAINING OF GIRLS

&nglish Schoel! Tnchen Do  Nor
Agree on the Subject of Educating
Young Women,

London.—“No man, however good
¥e may be, understands girh, peither
does he understand women.” -

This pearl of wisdom fell from the
lips of Misa Cox of Birmingham at
the conference of Head Teachers of
Btoke. She moved a resolution assert-
ing that mixed schools and combined
departments under the charge of a
headmaster are not comducive to the
best training of girls.

*“The decreasing proportign of wom-
en teaehers who can become mistrese-
es of girls’ schools is,” she sald, “very
discoumging to the large body of wom-
en, who, by sex, ability, training and
qualifications, are best fitted to take
charge of girla. Something should be
done whereby women teachers should
have justice. 1 think the time bhas
come when the women should stand
up for their rights in this matter of
the training of girls. 1 firmly belleve
that men should have the training of
boys and women the training of giris.”

Miss Cooper of Birmingham said
they all knew that boys and gtrla de
veloped thelr mental capacities at dif-
ferent ages, and it was impossible for
them to be taught together in a
group. o

“It has been asserted,” she said,
